%*[II03400( ALL)01/96] Breaking Your Vehicle In

*[II03500( ALL)01/96] Your new vehicle goes through an adjustment or
break-in period during the first 1,000 miles
(1,600 km) that you drive it. During the break-in
period, you need to pay careful attention to how
you drive your vehicle.

%*[II03600( ALL)01/96] ❑Avoid sudden stops. Because your vehicle
has new brake linings, you should take these
steps:

*[II03700( ALL)01/96] — Watch traffic carefully so that you can
anticipate when to stop.

*[II03800( ALL)01/96] — Begin braking well in advance.

*[II03900( ALL)01/96] — Apply the brakes gradually.

*[II04000( ALL)01/96] The break-in period for new brake linings
lasts for 100 miles (160 km) of city driving or
1,000 miles (1,600 km) of highway driving.

%*[II04100( ALL)03/96] ❑Use only the type of engine oil that Ford
recommends. See Engine oil recommendations
in the Index. Do not use special “break-in”
oils.

*[II04200( ALL)03/96] Your vehicle is equipped with an Electronic
Powertrain Control Module that limits engine
and/or vehicle speeds with a cut-out mode to
promote durability.
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%*[IS00600( ALL)01/96] The instrument panel (dashboard) on your
vehicle is divided into several different sections.
The illustrations on the following pages show
the major parts of the instrument panel that are
described in this chapter. Some items shown
may not be on all vehicles.

*[IS00800( BC )04/96] In your vehicle, the warning lights and gauges
are grouped together on the instrument panel.
We call this grouping a cluster.
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%*[IS01700( BCGV)01/96] The Mechanical Cluster

*[IS02000( BCGV)01/96] The following warning lights and gauges are on
the mechanical cluster. All of the warning lights
and gauges alert you to possible problems with
your vehicle. Some of the lights listed are
optional. The following sections detail what each
of these indicators means.

%*[IS02600( ALL)01/96] Brake System Warning Light

*[IS02700( ALL)03/96] The warning light for the brakes can show two
things — that the parking brake is not fully
released, or that the brake fluid level is low in
the master cylinder reservoir. If the fluid level is
low, the brake system should be checked by a
qualified service technician.

[IS02800( BC )04/96]

The brake system warning light

[IS03100( ALL)12/95] This light comes on when the parking brake is
set, or if it is not set, it comes on briefly when
you turn the ignition key to START. It normally
goes off shortly after the engine starts and you
release the parking brake. If the light stays on
after you have fully released the parking brake,
have the hydraulic brake system serviced.

*[IS03200( ALL)03/96]
RWARNING

The BRAKE light indicates that the brakes
may not be working properly. Have the
brakes checked immediately.
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% [IS03300( ALL)04/96] Anti-Lock Brake System Light
(If equipped)

[IS03400( ALL)12/95] This warning light will go on each time you
start your vehicle. If it remains on for longer
than five seconds, you should shut off your
engine and restart. If the anti-lock brake light
stays on, this indicates that the anti-lock feature
is disabled and should receive immediate
attention by a qualified service technician.
Normal braking is not affected unless the brake
warning light is also lit.

*[IS03500( ALL)03/96] The Anti-Lock Brake System has self-check
capabilities. As previously described, the system
turns on the anti-lock light each time you start
your engine. After the engine is started and the
anti-lock light is out, the system performs
another test the first time the vehicle reaches
14 mph (22 km/h). The system turns on the
Anti-Lock Brake System (ABS) pump motor for
approximately 1/2 second. At this time a
mechanical noise may be heard. This is a normal
part of the self-check feature. If a malfunction is
found during this check the anti-lock light will
come on.

*[IS03700( ALL)03/96]
RWARNING

If the anti-lock brake system warning
light remains on or comes on while
driving, have the braking system checked
by a qualified service technician as soon
as possible.

*[IS03800( ALL)03/96] NOTE: If a fault occurs in the anti-lock
system, and the brake warning light is
not lit, the anti-lock system is disabled
but normal brake function remains
operational.

%*[IS04600( ALL)03/96] Safety Belt Warning Light and Chime

*[IS04700( ALL)03/96] This warning light and chime remind you to
fasten your safety belt. The following conditions
will take place:

[IS05000( BC )12/95] ❑ If the safety belt is not buckled when the key
is turned to the ON position, the light will
come on for 1 to 2 minutes and the chime
will sound for 4 to 8 seconds.

*[IS05100(MBC )01/96] ❑ If the safety belt is buckled while the light is
on and the chime is sounding, both the light
and chime will turn off.

[IS05500( BC )04/96] ❑ If the safety belt is buckled before the key is
turned to the ON position, the light will not
come on and the chime will not sound.

[IS05600( ALL)04/96]

The safety belt warning light
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%*[IS06300( ALL)03/96] Air Bag Readiness Light

*[IS06400( ALL)04/96] The air bag system uses a readiness light and a
tone to indicate the condition of the system. The
readiness light is in the instrument cluster. When
you turn the ignition key to the ON position,
this light will light up for six (6) seconds and
then turn off. This indicates that the system is
operating normally. NOTE: Regularly scheduled
maintenance of the air bag system is not
required.

*[IS06500( ALL)04/96] If the light fails to illuminate, continues to flash,
remains on, or you hear a beeping sound, have
the system serviced at your Ford or
Lincoln-Mercury dealer immediately.

[IS06700( BC )04/96]

one inch art:0000653-C

The air bag readiness light

% [IS07150( BC )03/96] Low Coolant Light

[IS07200(MBC )04/96] This light tells you that the coolant is low inside
the coolant recovery bottle and that you should
add more coolant.

[IS07300(MBC )04/96] This light comes on for a few seconds when
your ignition key is turned to start, but should
turn off when the engine starts. If this light stays
on, check the level of coolant inside the recovery
bottle. See Engine Coolant in the Index.
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[IS07350( BC )03/96]

The low coolant light

%*[IS07500( ALL)01/96] Charging System Light

*[IS07600( ALL)01/96] This light indicates that your battery is not being
charged and that you need to have the electrical
system checked.

[IS07700( ALL)04/96]

one inch art:0010119-B

The charging system light

*[IS07800( ALL)03/96] This light illuminates every time you turn the
ignition to the ON or START position (engine
off). The light should go off when the engine
starts and the alternator begins to charge.

*[IS07900( ALL)03/96] If the light stays on or illuminates when the
engine is running, have the electrical system
checked as soon as possible.

%*[IS08400( BCGV)03/96] Overdrive Off Indicator

[IS08600( ALL)04/96]

one inch art:0010730-B

The overdrive off indicator light
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*[IS08700( ALL)04/96] This light tells you that the Transmission Control
Switch (TCS) has been pushed. When the light is
on, the transmission will not shift into overdrive.
Depressing the button will return the vehicle to
“overdrive on” mode. The transmission will be
in the “overdrive on” mode when the vehicle is
started even if the O/D OFF mode was selected
when the vehicle was last shut off.

[IS08900( ALL)05/96] NOTE: If the light does not come on when the
TCS is depressed or if the light flashes
when you are driving, have your
vehicle serviced at the first
opportunity. If this condition persists,
damage could occur to the
transmission.

% [IS08905( BC )04/96] Traction Assist Off Indicator

[IS08910( BC )04/96]

one inch art:0011389-A

The traction assist off indicator

[IS08915( BC )05/96] This light comes on when the Traction Assist
system has been turned off.
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%*[IS09000( ALL)03/96] High Beam Light

*[IS09100( ALL)03/96] This light illuminates when the headlamps are
turned to high beam or when you flash the
lights.

[IS09200( ALL)04/96]

The high beam light

%*[IS11050( BC )12/95] Service Engine Soon Warning Light

%*[IS11100( ALL)05/96] This light illuminates when the engine’s
Emission Control System requires service. It will
also illuminate when the ignition key is in the
ON position and the engine is off.

%*[IS12100( BC )04/96] Anti-Theft Alarm Light (If equipped)

[IS12150(MBC )04/96]

Anti-theft alarm light
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[IS12200(MBC )04/96] This light is used when you set the anti-theft
alarm system. See Anti-Theft System in the
Controls and Features chapter for more
information.

%*[IS12300( ALL)03/96] Turn Signal Indicator Lights

*[IS12400( ALL)03/96] The turn signal arrow will flash to indicate the
direction in which you are going to be turning.

[IS12500( ALL)04/96]

The turn signal indicator light

%*[IS12601( BC )03/96] Cruise Control Indicator Light

[IS12701( BC )03/96] This light comes on when the cruise control
system is actively maintaining the set speed. It
will go off when the brakes are used or if the
cruise control is turned off.

[IS12801( BC )05/96]

one inch art:0011390-A

The cruise control indicator light

[IS12901( BC )03/96] This light does not indicate any problems but is
only a convenience to tell when the cruise
control is active.
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% [IS13001( BC )03/96] Door Ajar Light (If equipped)

[IS13101( BC )03/96] This light tells you when any door is not
completely shut. It glows when the key is in the
ON position.

[IS13201( BC )03/96]

The door ajar light

%*[IS13250( BC )04/96] Engine Oil Pressure Light

[IS13300( BC )05/96] This light indicates the engine oil pressure, not
the oil level. However, if your engine’s oil level
is low, it could affect the oil pressure. The light
should come on every time your ignition key is
turned to ON or START, and should go out
when the engine starts. If the light stays on or
turns on while the engine is running, you have
lost oil pressure and continued operation will
cause severe engine damage.

[IS13350( BC )05/96]

one inch art:0010532-A

The engine oil pressure light

*[IS13400( BC )05/96] If you lose engine oil pressure:

*[IS13450( BC )04/96] 1. Pull off the road as soon as safely possible.

*[IS13500( BC )05/96] 2. Shut off the engine immediately. If you do
not stop the engine as soon as safely
possible, severe engine damage could result.
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[IS13550( BC )04/96] 3. Check the engine’s oil level, following the
instructions on checking and adding engine
oil, see Engine Oil in the Index. If you do
not follow these instructions, you or others
could be injured. To assure an accurate
reading, your vehicle should be on level
ground.

[IS13600( BC )03/96] 4. If the level is low, add only as much oil as
necessary before you start the engine again.
Do not overfill. Do not operate the engine if
the light is on, regardless of the oil level.
Contact your nearest dealer for service as
soon as possible.

*[IS13700( BC )03/96] For more information about adding oil, see
Adding engine oil in the Maintenance and Care
chapter of this guide.

%*[IS13750( BC )04/96] Low Fuel Light

[IS13800( BC )04/96] This light comes on when your fuel gauge
indicates approximately 1/8 to 1/16 of a tank.
Your vehicle must be turned to ON for this light
to come on. This light will either flicker or glow
steadily.

[IS13850( BC )04/96]

one inch art:0000116-C

The low fuel light
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% [IS13900( BC )04/96] Washer Fluid Low Light

*[IS13950( BC )04/96] This light comes on if the reservoir is less than a
quarter full when you turn on the windshield
washers.

[IS14000( BC )05/96]

The washer fluid low light

%*[IS14200( ALL)03/96] Fuel Gauge

[IS14300( BC )04/96]

one third page art:0011340-B

The fuel gauge

[IS14600( ALL)12/95] The fuel gauge displays approximately how
much fuel is in the fuel tank only when the
ignition switch is ON. For proper fuel gauge
indication after adding fuel, turn the ignition
switch OFF while refueling the vehicle.

[IS14700( ALL)12/95] The fuel gauge indicator may vary slightly when
the vehicle is in motion. The most accurate
reading is obtained with the vehicle on level
ground.
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*[IS14800( ALL)01/96] With ignition switch OFF, the fuel gauge
indicator may drift from the ignition switch ON
position.

%*[IS15700( ALL)03/96] Engine Coolant Temperature Gauge

*[IS15800( ALL)02/96] This gauge indicates the temperature of the
engine coolant, not the coolant level. If the
coolant is not at its proper level or mixture, the
gauge indication will not be accurate.

[IS15905( BCGV)04/96] The pointer moves from the C (cold) mark into
the normal band as your engine coolant warms
up. Under normal driving conditions, the pointer
should stay in the normal band. It is acceptable
for the pointer to fluctuate within the noprmal
band under normal driving conditions, and
under certain driving conditions such as, heavy
stop and go traffic, or driving up hills in hot
weather, for the pointer to indicate at the top of
the normal band.

[IS16005( BCGV)04/96] If, under any circumstances, the pointer moves
above the normal band, the engine is
overheating and continued operation may cause
engine damage.

% [IS16200( BC )04/96]

The engine coolant temperature gauge
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*[IS16400( ALL)03/96] If your engine overheats:

*[IS16500( ALL)04/96] 1. Pull off the road as soon as safely possible.

*[IS16600( ALL)01/96] 2. Turn off the engine.

*[IS16700( ALL)03/96] 3. Let the engine cool. DO NOT REMOVE
COOLANT SYSTEM FILL CAP UNTIL
THE ENGINE IS COOL.

*[IS16800( ALL)03/96] 4. Check the coolant level following the
instructions on checking and adding coolant
to your engine, see Engine Coolant in the
Index. If you do not follow these
instructions, you or others could be injured.

*[IS16900( ALL)03/96] If the coolant continues to overheat, have the
coolant system serviced.

%*[IS18100( ALL)03/96] Speedometer

[IS18200( BC )04/96]

one third page art:0011341-B

The speedometer

*[IS18350( ALL)03/96] The speedometer tells you how many miles
(kilometers) per hour your vehicle is moving.

%*[IS18900( ALL)03/96] Odometer

*[IS19000( ALL)01/96] The odometer tells you the total number of miles
(kilometers) your vehicle has been driven.
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%*[IS20400( ALL)01/96] Trip Odometer

*[IS20500( ALL)04/96] If you want to track your mileage up to 999.9
miles (kilometers), use the trip odometer. Simply
set the trip odometer to zero by pressing the
reset control firmly when beginning the distance
you wish to measure.

[IS20600( ALL)04/96] Since the trip odometer displays distance
independent of the odometer it will not always
advance to the next mile (kilometer) at the same
time as the odometer.

%*[IS20700(MBC )03/96] Tachometer

[IS20800( BC )04/96]

one third page art:0011342-B

The tachometer

*[IS21000(MBC )01/96] The tachometer displays the approximate engine
revolutions per minute (rpm), or how fast the
engine is running.

*[IS21200( BC )01/96] You can drive your vehicle at most rpm points
on the tachometer but you must stay out of the
red zone.

[IS21300( BC )01/96] Regardless of the type of transmission in your
vehicle, if you drive with the tachometer pointer
in the red zone, you may damage the engine.
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%*[AS01105( BC )10/95] Compact Disc Radio

*[AS01175( BC )10/95] The Compact Disc Radio combines the Electronic
Stereo Radio with the Ford Compact Disc Player.

[AS01200( BC )10/95] Using the Controls on Your New Compact
Disc Radio

*[AS01300( BC )10/95] Most of the features of this unit work for both
radio and CD operation. Also, some of the knobs
and buttons control several different functions,
so be sure to read all of the operating
instructions carefully.

*[AS01400( BC )03/96] How to turn the radio on and off

*[AS01500( BC )10/95] Press the “POWER” button to turn the radio on.
Press it again to turn it off.

*[AS01600( BC )03/96] How to adjust the volume

*[AS01700( BC )03/96] Press the (R/S) side of the “VOL” button to
increase/decrease the volume. Bars illuminate in
the display to show the relative volume level.

*[AS01800( BC )02/96] NOTE: If the volume level is set above a
certain listening level when the
ignition switch is turned off, when the
ignition switch is turned back on, the
volume will come back to a “nominal”
listening level. However, if the radio
power is turned off, the volume will
remain in the position it was set at
when radio power was switched off.

*[AS01900( BC )03/96] Selecting the AM or FM frequency band

*[AS02000( BC )10/95] Push the “AM/FM” button to select the desired
frequency band. When in the radio mode,
pushing the button more than once will alternate
between AM, FM1 and FM2. These functions are
used with the station memory buttons described
under How to tune radio stations.
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%*[AS02100( BC )03/96] How to tune radio stations

*[AS02200( BC )10/95] There are four ways for you to tune in a
particular station. You can manually locate the
station using the “SCAN/TUNE” button,
“SEEK” the station, “SCAN” to the station or
select the station by using the memory buttons,
which you can set to any desired frequency.
These four methods are described below.

*[AS02300( BC )10/95] ❑Using the “SCAN/TUNE” button to manually
tune

*[AS02400( BC )04/96] You can change the frequency up or down
one increment at a time (FM changes in
increments of 200kHz; AM changes in
increments of 10kHz) by first pressing the
“SCAN/TUNE” button twice (display shows
“TUNE”), then — within approximately five
seconds —pressing and releasing either the
top a or bottom b half of the “SEEK”
button. To change frequencies quickly, press
and hold down either the top or bottom half
of the “SEEK” button. While you are
manually tuning, the display will show a
blinking “M”.

*[AS02500( BC )03/96] Manual tuning adjusts your radio to any
allowable broadcast frequency, whether or
not a station is present on that frequency.
(See All About Radio Frequencies in this
section.)
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*[AS02600( BC )04/96] ❑Using the “SEEK” function

*[AS02700( BC )04/96] This feature on your radio allows you to
automatically select listenable stations up or
down the frequency band. Press the top a
half of the “SEEK” button to select the next
listenable station up the frequency band.
Press the bottom b half of the button to
select the next listenable station down the
frequency band. By pressing and holding the
button, listenable stations can be passed over
to reach the desired station.

*[AS02800( BC )02/96] ❑Using the “SCAN/TUNE” button to scan
radio stations

*[AS02900( BC )04/96] Pressing the “SCAN/TUNE” button once
enters the scan mode (display will indicate
“SCN”). Pushing the top a half of the
“SEEK” button will begin the scan mode up
the frequency band, stopping on each
listenable station for approximately five
seconds. Pushing the bottom b half of the
“SEEK” button will begin the scan mode
down the frequency band, again stopping on
each listenable station for approximately five
seconds.

*[AS03000( BC )03/96] To stop the scan mode on the presently
sampled station, press the “SCAN/TUNE”
button again.

*[AS03200( BC )02/96] ❑Setting the Station Memory Preset buttons

*[AS03300( BC )10/95] Your radio is equipped with 6 station
memory buttons. These buttons can be used
to select up to 6 preset AM stations and 12
FM stations (6 in FM1 and 6 in FM2).
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*[AS03350( BC )08/95] Follow the easy steps below to set these buttons
to the desired frequencies:

*[AS03400( BC )03/96] 1. Select a band, then select a frequency.

*[AS03600( BC )10/95] 2. Press one of the memory preset buttons and
hold the button until the sound returns. That
station is now held in memory on that
button.

*[AS03700( BC )10/95] 3. Follow the two steps above for each station
memory preset button you want to set.

*[AS03950( BC )10/95] ❑Using the Automatic Memory Load feature

Conditions

*[AS61000( ALL)08/95] Several conditions prevent FM reception from
being completely clear and noise-free, such as
the following:

*[AS61100( ALL)08/95] 1. Distance/Strength

*[AS61200( ALL)08/95] The strength of the FM signal is directly related
to the distance the signal must travel. The
listenable range of an average FM signal is
approximately 25 miles (40 kilometers). Beyond
this distance, the radio is operating in a fringe
area and the signal becomes weaker.

*[AS61300( ALL)04/96] NOTE: Always make sure your antenna is
fully extended to the maximum length
for proper reception. If your antenna is
not fully extended, you may experience
signal loss while traveling in fringe
reception areas.

*[AS61400( ALL)08/95] 2. Terrain

*[AS61500( ALL)08/95] The terrain (hilly, mountainous, tall buildings) of
the area over which the signal travels may
prevent the FM signal from being noise-free.

“bends” around the building, but certain spots
receive almost no signal. Moving out of the
“shadow” of the structure will allow the station
to return to normal.

*[AS61800( ALL)08/95] When the radio waves are reflected off objects or
structures, the reflected signal cancels the normal
signal, causing the antenna to pick up noise and
distortion. Cancellation effects are most
prominent in metropolitan areas, but also can
become quite severe in hilly terrain and
depressed roadways.
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*[AS61900( ALL)08/95] To minimize these conditions, a stereo/mono
blend circuit has been incorporated into this
system. This feature automatically switches a
weak stereo signal to a clearer monaural signal,
which improves the quality of reception.

The fact that the
air bags did not inflate in a collision does not
mean that something is wrong with the system.
Rather, it means the forces were not of the type
sufficient to cause activation.

*[SS23501( ALL)05/96] If the vehicle is in a moderate or severe frontal
collision, the system is activated and the air bags
inflate rapidly. After the air bag inflates, it will
quickly deflate. After the air bag deployment,
you may notice a smoke-like, powdery residue
or smell the burnt propellant. This is normal.
The residue may consist of cornstarch or talcum
powder (which is used to lubricate the air bag)
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or sodium compounds, such as sodium
carbonates (e.g. baking soda) that result from the
combustion process that inflates the air bag.
Small amounts of sodium hydroxide may be
present which may irritate the skin and eyes, but
none of the residue is toxic. The Air Bag
Supplemental Restraint System will reduce, but
not eliminate all injuries in an accident.

RWARNING

Several air bag system components get hot
after inflation. Do not try to touch them
after inflation.

RWARNING

The air bag will inflate only once. The
system is designed to function on a
one-time-only basis. If the air bag is

*[SS24501( ALL)05/96] The Air Bag Supplemental Restraint System uses
a readiness light and a tone to indicate the
condition of the system. The readiness light is in
the instrument cluster. When you turn the
ignition key to ON, this light will illuminate for
approximately six (6) seconds and then turn off.

*[SS25201( ALL)05/96] For disposal of air bags or air bag equipped
vehicles, see your local Ford or Lincoln-Mercury
dealer. Air bags MUST BE disposed of by
qualified personnel.

%*[SS26300( ALL)01/96] Safety Restraints for Children

*[SS26400( ALL)01/96] In the U.S. and Canada, you are required by law
to use safety restraints for children. If small
children ride in your vehicle — this generally
includes children who are four years old or
younger and who weigh 40 pounds (18 kg) or
less — you must put them in safety seats that
are made specially for children. Safety belts
alone do not provide maximum protection for
these children. Check your local and state laws
for specific requirements.

Accident statistics suggest that
children are safer when properly restrained in
the rear seating positions than in the front
seating positions.

Carefully follow all of the manufacturer’s
instructions included with the safety seat
you put in your vehicle. If you do not
install and use the safety seat properly,
the child may be injured in a sudden stop
or collision.

RWARNING

Safety belts and seats can become hot in a
vehicle that has been closed up in sunny
weather; they could burn a small child.
Check seat covers and buckles before you
place a child anywhere near them.

RWARNING

Do not leave children, unreliable adults,
or pets unattended in your vehicle.

%*[SS27100( ALL)05/96]
RWARNING

When using forward-facing child seats
move the passenger seat as far back from
the instrument panel as possible. Never
secure rear-facing child seats or infant
carriers in the front seat.

%*[SS27200( ALL)01/96] Safety Seats for Children

*[SS27300( ALL)01/96] Use a safety seat that is recommended for the
size and weight of the child. Always follow the
safety seat manufacturer’s instructions when
installing and using the safety seat.

*[SS27500( ALL)05/96] When installing a child safety seat, be sure to
use the correct safety belt buckle for that seating
position, and make sure the tongue is securely
fastened in the buckle. For a shoulder/lap belt
combination with a sliding tongue, make sure
the retractor is in the automatic locking mode.
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*[SS27600( ALL)05/96] Children weighing less than 40 lbs. (18 kg)
should use child or infant seats. Forward facing
child seats must have the passenger seat moved
as far back from the instrument panel as
possible.

Rear-facing child seats or infant carriers
should never be placed in the front seats.

*[SS27800( ALL)05/96] All child restraint systems are designed to be
secured in vehicle seats by lap belts or by the
lap portion of a lap-shoulder belt.

(See instructions
with your child seat, or contact its manufacturer,
to determine maximum size of child that will
safely fit in the seat.)

Starting

%*[TO00200( ALL)01/96] Fuel-Injected Engines

*[TO00300( ALL)01/96] When starting a fuel-injected engine, the most
important thing to remember is to avoid
pressing down on the accelerator before or
during starting. Only use the accelerator when
you have problems getting your vehicle started.
See Starting Your Engine in this chapter for
details about when to use the accelerator while
you start your vehicle.

*[TO00400( ALL)01/96] Starting Your Vehicle
%*[TO00500( ALL)01/96] Preparing to Start Your Vehicle

*[TO00600( ALL)02/96] RWARNING

Do not start your vehicle in a closed
garage or in other enclosed areas. Exhaust
fumes can be toxic. Always open the
garage door before you start the engine.

*[TO00700( ALL)01/96] Before you start your vehicle, do the following:

*[TO00800( ALL)01/96] 1. Make sure all occupants in the vehicle
buckle their safety belts. See Safety Restraints
in the Index for more details.

*[TO00900( ALL)01/96] 2. Make sure the headlamps and other
accessories are turned off when starting.

*[TO01200( BCGV)01/96] 3. Make sure that the gearshift is in P (Park)
and the parking brake is set before you turn
the key.
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*[TO01300( ALL)02/96] Before you start your vehicle, you should test
the warning lights on the instrument panel to
make sure that they work. Refer to the
Instrumentation chapter.

%*[TO01400( ALL)01/96] Starting Your Engine

*[TO01500( ALL)01/96] To start your engine:

*[TO01600( ALL)01/96] 1. Follow the steps under Preparing to Start
Your Vehicle at the beginning of this section.

*[TO01700( ALL)01/96] 2. Turn the ignition key to the ON position.

*[TO01800( ALL)01/96] 3. DO NOT depress the accelerator pedal when
starting your engine. DO NOT use the
accelerator while the vehicle is parked.

*[TO01900( ALL)01/96] 4. Turn the key to the START position
(cranking) until the engine starts. Allow the
key to return to the ON position after the
engine has started.

*[TO02000( ALL)01/96] If you have difficulty in turning the key,
rotate the steering wheel slightly because it
may be binding.

%*[TO02100( ALL)01/96] For a cold engine:

*[TO02200( ALL)01/96] ❑At temperatures 10˚F (-12˚C) and below: If
the engine does not start in fifteen (15)
seconds on the first try, turn the key to OFF,
wait approximately ten (10) seconds so you
do not flood the engine, then try again.

*[TO02300( ALL)01/96] ❑At temperatures above 10˚F (-12˚C): If the
engine does not start in five (5) seconds on
the first try, turn the key to OFF, wait
approximately ten (10) seconds so you do not
flood the engine, then try again.
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%*[TO02400( ALL)01/96] For a warm engine:

*[TO02500( ALL)01/96] ❑Do not hold the key in the START position
for more than five (5) seconds at a time. If
the engine does not start within five (5)
seconds on the first try, turn the key to the
OFF position. Wait a few seconds after the
starter stops, then try again.

*[TO02600( ALL)01/96] Whenever you start your vehicle, release the key
as soon as the engine starts. Excessive cranking
could damage the starter.

*[TO02700( ALL)01/96] After you start the engine, let it idle for a few
seconds. Keep your foot on the brake pedal and
put the gearshift lever in gear. Release the
parking brake. Slowly release the brake pedal
and drive away in the normal manner.

*[TO02800( ALL)12/95] NOTE: Your vehicle has an interlock that
prevents you from shifting out of P
(Park) unless your foot is on the brake
pedal.

%*[TO02900( ALL)01/96] If the engine does not start after two attempts:

*[TO03000( ALL)01/96] 1. Turn the ignition key to the OFF position.

*[TO03100( ALL)01/96] 2. Press the accelerator all the way to the floor
and hold it.

*[TO03200( ALL)01/96] 3. Turn the ignition key to the START position.

*[TO03300( ALL)01/96] 4. Release the ignition key when the engine
starts.

*[TO03400( ALL)03/96] 5. Release the accelerator gradually as the
engine speeds up.

[TO03500( ALL)03/96] If the engine still does not start, the fuel pump
shut-off switch may have been triggered. For
directions on how to reset the switch see Fuel
Pump Shut-Off Switch in the Index.
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*[TO03600( ALL)01/96] A computer system controls the engine’s idle
speed. When you start your vehicle, the engine’s
idle speed normally runs higher than when it’s
warmed up. These faster engine speeds will
make your vehicle move slightly faster than its
normal idle speed. It should, however, slow
down after a short time. If it does not, have the
idle speed checked.

*[TO03700( ALL)01/96] If the engine idle speed does not slow down
automatically, do not allow your vehicle to idle
for more than 10 minutes. Have the vehicle
checked.

*[TO03800( ALL)01/96] RWARNING

Extended idling at high engine speeds can
produce very high temperatures in the
engine and exhaust system, creating the
risk of fire or other damage.

*[TO03900( ALL)01/96] RWARNING

Do not park, idle, or drive your vehicle in
dry grass or other dry ground cover. The
emission system heats up the engine
compartment and exhaust system, which
can start a fire.

*[TO04000( ALL)01/96] If you consistently start your vehicle in subzero
temperatures, use an engine block heater (if
your vehicle has this option).

%*[TO04100( ALL)01/96] Engine Block Heater (If equipped)

*[TO04200( ALL)01/96] Engine block heaters are strongly recommended
if you live in a region where temperatures reach
-10˚F (-23˚C) or below. An engine block heater
warms the engine coolant, which improves
starting, warms up the engine faster, and allows
the heater-defrost system to respond quickly.
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*[TO04300( ALL)01/96] To turn the heater on, simply plug it into a
grounded 110-volt outlet. Ford recommends that
you use a 110-volt circuit that is protected by a
ground fault circuit interrupter.

*[TO04400( ALL)01/96] RWARNING

To prevent electrical shock, do not use
your heater with ungrounded electrical
systems or two-pronged (cheater) adapters.

*[TO04500( ALL)01/96] For best results, plug the heater in at least three
hours before you start your vehicle. Using the
heater for longer than three hours will not
damage the engine, so you can plug it in at
night to start your vehicle the following
morning.

*[TO04600( ALL)01/96] NOTE: Be sure to disconnect the engine block
heater before driving your vehicle.

*[TO04700( ALL)12/95] Guarding Against Exhaust Fumes

*[TO04800( ALL)01/96] Carbon monoxide, although colorless and
odorless, is present in exhaust fumes. Take
precautions to avoid its dangerous effects.

*[TO04900( ALL)02/96] RWARNING

Do not start your vehicle in a closed
garage or in other enclosed areas. Exhaust
fumes can be toxic. Always open the
garage door before you start the engine.

*[TO05000( ALL)01/96] RWARNING

If you smell exhaust fumes inside your
vehicle, have your dealer inspect your
vehicle immediately. Do not drive if you
smell exhaust fumes.
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*[TO05100( ALL)01/96] Have the exhaust and body ventilation systems
checked whenever:

*[TO05200( ALL)01/96] ❑your vehicle is raised for service

*[TO05300( ALL)01/96] ❑ the sound of the exhaust system changes

*[TO05400( ALL)01/96] ❑your vehicle has been damaged in a collision

*[TO05500( ALL)01/96] Improve your ventilation by keeping all air inlet
vents clear of snow, leaves, and other debris.

[TO05600( ALL)12/95] If the engine is idling while you are stopped in
an open area for long periods of time, open the
windows at least one inch (2.5 cm). Also, the
heating or air conditioning system should be set
to any function except MAX A/C or AUTO.

[TO05800( BCGV)12/95] ❑ If you use the heater, set the fan speed on
MEDIUM or HIGH with the function control
on any position except OFF and the
temperature control at any desired position.

[TO06000( BCGV)12/95] ❑ If you use the air conditioner, set the fan
speed on MEDIUM or HIGH with the
function control on any position except OFF
or MAX and the temperature control at any
desired position.

*[TO06100( ALL)01/96] Pushing
[TO06300( BCGV)01/96] Vehicles with automatic transmissions cannot be

started by pushing. Follow the directions under
If Your Vehicle Needs a Jump-Start.
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Driving

%*[GF00500( ALL)05/96] Brakes
%*[GF00600( ALL)01/96] Applying the Brakes

[GF00700( ALL)12/95] Braking non ABS models

[GF01000( C )12/95] Your vehicle has power front disc brakes and
rear drum brakes. Anti-lock disc brakes on all
four wheels are optional. They adjust
automatically as the brake pads or linings wear
down.

*[GF01200( ALL)01/96] Apply the brake pedal gradually. Use the
“squeeze” technique — push on the brake pedal
with a steadily increasing force. This allows the
wheels to continue to roll while you are slowing
down, which lets you steer properly.

[GF01300( ALL)12/95] On vehicles without anti-lock brakes, extreme
braking can make the wheels lock and slide,
possibly decreasing your control of the steering.
If you lock the wheels, release the brake pedal
and repeat the “squeeze” technique.

[GF01400( ALL)12/95] Braking with ABS brakes

[GF01500( ALL)12/95] On vehicles with anti-lock brakes, the wheels
will not lock and slide when you press down
hard on the brake pedal. The anti-lock brakes
automatically start releasing and reapplying the
front brakes independently and the rear brakes
together whenever your wheels start to lock. Do
not “pump” the brake pedal on vehicles
equipped with anti-lock brakes. When this
happens, you will feel the brake pedal pulse.
This “pulse” may be an unfamiliar feeling but it
is normal and indicates the ABS is working as
designed.
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*[GF01600( ALL)01/96] Do not drive with your foot resting on the brake
pedal; you will wear out the linings and increase
your vehicle’s stopping distance. Brake rotor
damage may also eventually occur.

*[GF01700( ALL)02/96] NOTE: If you are driving down a long or
steep hill, shift to a lower gear and do
not apply your brakes continuously. If
you apply your brakes continuously,
they may overheat and become less
effective.

%*[GF01800( ALL)01/96] Occasional brake squeal during light to moderate
stops does not affect the function of the brake
system and is normal. However, if the squeal
becomes louder or more frequent, have your
brakes inspected by your dealer or a qualified
service technician.

[GF01900( ALL)12/95] Ford Motor Company has not found any
detrimental effects of popular mobile radio
transmitting equipment installed on vehicles
with the anti-lock brake system, if the equipment
is installed according to the manufacturer’s
instructions. However, if mobile radio
transmitting equipment is installed in your
vehicle and, if either the anti-lock brake system
cycles or the check anti-lock light comes on at
any time other than right after you turn the key
to ON or during a sudden stop, have your
mobile radio dealer inspect the installation.

%*[GF02000( ALL)01/96] Parking Brake

*[GF02100( ALL)03/96] The parking brake should be used whenever
you park your vehicle.

[GF02300( BCGV)12/95] The parking brake pedal is suspended just below
the bottom of the instrument panel to the left of
the brake pedal.
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[GF02500( BC )12/95] To set the parking brake while parking your
vehicle, apply the brake pedal with your right
foot and hold it while you push the parking
brake down firmly with your left foot. The brake
system warning light will glow.

[GF02800( BC )12/95]

*[GF03100( BCGV)05/96] RWARNING

Always set the parking brake fully and
make sure the gearshift is latched in P
(Park). Turn off the ignition whenever you
leave your vehicle.

[GF03300( BC )12/95] To release the parking brake, press down on the
pedal until you hear a click. Lift your foot off
the pedal. The brake is now released and will
reset to lock the next time you press the pedal,
located below the lower left corner of the
instrument panel. The Brake System Warning
Light will glow if the parking brake is not fully
released when the engine is running.

*[GF03600( ALL)01/96] Always check the Brake Warning Light each
time you start your engine. Driving with the
parking brake on will cause the brakes to wear
out quickly and will reduce the fuel economy.
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*[GF03700( ALL)02/96] RWARNING

If the parking brake is fully released, but
the Brake System light remains on, have
the brakes checked immediately. They
may not be working properly.

[GF03800( ALL)12/95] The parking brake system is designed for static
parking only and is not designed to stop a
moving vehicle, but you can use the parking
brake to stop your vehicle in an emergency if
the normal brakes fail. However, since the
parking brake applies only the rear brakes, the
stopping distance will increase greatly and the
handling of your vehicle will be adversely
affected.

% [GF03900( ALL)12/95] Traction-Lok Axle (If equipped)
[GF04000( ALL)12/95] This axle provides added traction on slippery

surfaces, particularly when one wheel is on a
poor traction surface. Under normal conditions
the Traction-Lok axle functions as a standard
rear axle.

*[GF04100( ALL)03/96] Extended use of other than matching size tires
on a Traction-Lok rear axle could result in a
permanent reduction in effectiveness. This loss of
effectiveness does not affect normal driving and
should not be noticeable to the driver.

*[GF04200( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

To avoid injury, never run the engine
with one wheel off the ground, such as
when changing a tire.
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%*[GF04300( BCGV)03/96] Traction AssistTM (If equipped)

*[GF04400( BCGV)03/96] Your vehicle may be equipped with the optional
Traction AssistTM system. This system helps
prevent wheel spin in order to improve tire
traction and is an especially useful feature when
you drive in hilly areas or on slippery, icy or
snowy roads.

[GF04500( BCGV)05/96] Traction AssistTM works automatically by rapidly
applying and releasing the brakes to prevent one
or both of the rear drive wheels from spinning
during acceleration.

[GF04600( BC )04/96] The Traction AssistTM system can be manually
turned off, to allow wheelspin if you want, by
pushing the Traction Assist switch (located in
the console). When the vehicle is not in the
Traction AssistTM mode the “T/A OFF” indicator
light (located on the cluster) will illuminate to
indicate the system is off. The Traction AssistTM

system will automatically be on each time the
engine is started. During ordinary driving, it is
recommended to leave the system turned on.
The Traction AssistTM system will then always be
ready to operate when needed.

The Traction AssistTM switch
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[GF04800( BCGV)12/95] During the Traction AssistTM function, which
most often occurs during low speed acceleration
on slippery surfaces, a noise may be heard
coming from the engine compartment. This noise
is created by the ABS pump and is normal and
may last for a few seconds during the
acceleration of the vehicle.

[GF04900( BCGV)05/96] In general, this system improves your vehicle’s
stability and acceleration performance when road
conditions warrant. Traction AssistTM is fully
effective up to approximately 25 mph
(40 km/h). At 25 mph (40 km/h) the function
begins to taper off until it no longer operates
above 34 mph (55 km/h).

[GF05000( BCGV)12/95] If the Traction AssistTM system is cycled
excessively, the system will shut down to
prevent the rear brakes from overheating.
During this shutdown period, the word OFF in
the traction assist switch will be illuminated
showing that the traction assist system is
inoperative. A cooling down period is required
to prevent damage to the rear brakes. This time
period varies and depends on brake usage
during the cooling down period. Anti-Lock
braking is not affected and will function
normally during the cool down period.

%*[GF05200( ALL)01/96] Steering Your Vehicle
%*[GF05300( ALL)01/96] Your vehicle comes with power steering. Power

steering uses energy from the engine to help
steer your vehicle.

%*[GF05400( ALL)03/96] If the amount of effort needed to steer your
vehicle changes at a constant vehicle speed, have
the power steering system checked. If the power
steering system breaks down (or if the engine is
turned off), you can steer the vehicle manually
but it takes more effort.
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*[GF05500( ALL)01/96] Never hold the steering wheel to the extreme
right or left for more than five seconds if the
engine is running. This can damage the power
steering pump.

[GF05600( BCGV)12/95] Speed Sensitive Power Steering
(If equipped)

[GF05800( BC )12/95] The steering system in 4.6L engine vehicles is
speed sensitive. This means that the steering
effort is light for parking and heavier for
highway driving. However, if you have to
swerve around an object or another vehicle, your
steering will have full power assist.

%*[GF06500( ALL)12/95] Driving with an Automatic
Overdrive Transmission

[GF06600(MBC )12/95] The gearshift lever is floor mounted.

*[GF06700( BCGV)12/95] The automatic overdrive transmission operates
very much like a regular automatic transmission,
except it offers the extra overdrive feature.

%*[GF06800( ALL)05/96] Putting Your Vehicle in Gear

*[GF06900( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

Hold the brake pedal down while you
move the gearshift lever from position to
position. If you do not hold the brake
pedal down, your vehicle may move
unexpectedly and injure someone.

[GF07100(MBC )04/96] To move the shifter out of P (Park), the ignition
key must be turned to the ON position and the
shift lever thumb button must be pushed in.

*[GF07200( ALL)12/95] To operate:

*[GF07300( ALL)12/95] 1. Start the engine.

*[GF07400( ALL)12/95] 2. Depress and hold the brake pedal.

*[GF07500( ALL)12/95] 3. Move the gearshift lever out of P (Park).
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%*[GF07600( ALL)12/95] Your vehicle is equipped with a Brake Shift
Interlock safety feature. This feature prevents the
gearshift from being moved from the P (Park)
position until the brake pedal is depressed. This
feature is active when the ignition is in the ON
position. If the gearshift lever CANNOT be
moved from P (Park) with the brake pedal
depressed:

*[GF07700( ALL)12/95] 1. Turn the engine off and remove the ignition
key.

*[GF07800( ALL)12/95] 2. Apply parking brake.

*[GF07900( ALL)04/96] 3. Reinsert the ignition key and turn clockwise
to the first position.

*[GF08000( ALL)01/96] 4. Depress the brake pedal, move the gearshift
lever to N (Neutral) and start the engine.

*[GF08100( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

DO NOT DRIVE YOUR VEHICLE UNTIL
YOU VERIFY THAT THE BRAKELAMPS
ARE WORKING.

*[GF08200( ALL)05/96] If you need to shift out of P (Park) by using the
alternate procedure described above, it is
possible that a fuse has blown and that your
brakelamps may also not be functional. Please
refer to the chapter titled Roadside Emergencies in
this Owner Guide for instructions on checking
and replacing fuses.

[GF08300(MBC )12/95] The console-mounted gearshift will lock in P
(Park) when you turn the key to the LOCK
position. When the gearshift is in any position
except P (Park), the ignition key cannot be
turned to LOCK or removed from the steering
column. TO REMOVE THE KEY, the gearshift
lever must be in P (Park).

*[GF08700( ALL)01/96] Once the gearshift is secure in the desired
position, release the brake pedal and use the
accelerator as necessary.

%*[GF08800( ALL)05/96] R (Reverse)

*[GF08900( ALL)05/96] With the gearshift in the R (Reverse) position,
the vehicle will move backward. You should
always come to a complete stop before shifting
into or out of R (Reverse).

*[GF09000( ALL)01/96] N (Neutral)

[GF09100( ALL)12/95] As in P (Park), there is no power transferred
through the transmission. However, the final
drive is not locked so the wheels are free to
rotate. The vehicle may be started in the N
position, but the ignition key cannot be
removed.
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%*[GF09200( ALL)05/96] Driving

[GF09400(MBC )05/96] Your vehicle’s gearshift is console-mounted on
the floor. The Transmission Control Switch (TCS)
is located on the gearshift handle. The
Transmission Control Indicator Light (O/D OFF)
is located on the instrument panel. You can put
the gearshift lever in any of the several
positions.

[GF09700(MBC )12/95] The OVERDRIVE OFF light is off (not
illuminated) during normal vehicle operation.
This allows the transmission to upshift and
downshift from 1st through 4th gears. When the
TCS is pressed, the Transmission Control
Indicator Light will illuminate (O/D OFF) on the
instrument panel. When this O/D OFF is
illuminated the transmission will upshift and
downshift from 1st through 3rd gears.

[GF09800( ALL)12/95] If the O/D OFF light does not come “on” when
the TCS is depressed or if the light “FLASHES”
when you are driving, have your vehicle
serviced at the first opportunity. If this condition
persists, damage could occur to the transmission.

*[GF09900( BCGV)05/96] To return the transmission to normal operation
(1st through 4th gear) depress the TCS again.
This switch may be used to cancel overdrive any
time the vehicle is being driven. Each time your
vehicle is started, the overdrive system will
automatically be in the normal overdrive mode
and the light will not be illuminated.

%*[GF10200(MBC )01/96] When to use D (Overdrive)

*[GF10300( ALL)12/95] Overdrive is the usual driving position for an
automatic overdrive transmission. It works the
same way Drive works, automatically upshifting
or downshifting as the vehicle speeds or slows.
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*[GF10400( ALL)12/95] However, Overdrive also shifts into a fourth
gear —an overdrive gear — when your vehicle
cruises at an appropriate consistent speed for
any length of time. This fourth gear will increase
your fuel economy when you travel at cruising
speeds.

% [GF10500(MBC )12/95] When to use D (Overdrive) — with
transmission control switch activated (O/D
OFF light illuminated)

*[GF10700(MBC )12/95] Overdrive may not be appropriate for certain
terrain. If the transmission shifts back and forth
between Third and Fourth gears while you are
driving on hilly roads or if your vehicle does
not have adequate power for climbing hills,
depress the TCS.

*[GF10900( BCGV)12/95] You can depress the TCS at any speed.

*[GF11100( ALL)05/96] When to use 2 (Second)

*[GF11200( ALL)12/95] Use 2 (Second) for start-up on slippery roads or
to give you more engine braking to slow your
vehicle on downgrades.

*[GF11300( ALL)05/96] When to use 1 (Low)

*[GF11400( ALL)12/95] Use 1 (Low) when driving down steep grades. It
gives more engine braking to slow your vehicle
than 2 (Second) on the downgrades. You can
upshift from 1 (Low) to 2 (Second) or from 1
(Low) to Overdrive at any speed.

*[GF11500( ALL)05/96] P (Park)

*[GF11600( ALL)12/95] Always come to a complete stop before you shift
into P (Park). Make sure that the gearshift is
securely latched in P (Park). This locks the
transmission and prevents the rear wheels from
rotating.
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*[GF11700( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

Always set the parking brake fully and
make sure the gearshift is latched in P
(Park). Turn off the ignition whenever you
leave your vehicle.

*[GF11800( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

Never leave your vehicle unattended
while it is running.

*[GF12000(MBC )12/95] You can tell a console-mounted gearshift is
securely latched in P (Park) if the lever is
adjacent to the P (Park) and you cannot move it
without pushing in the thumb button.

%*[GF15500( ALL)01/96] Driving With a Heavy Load

*[GF15600( ALL)01/96] There are limits to the amount of weight your
vehicle can carry or tow. The total weight of
your vehicle, plus the weight of the passengers
and cargo, should never be more than the Gross
Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR). Also, the weight
that your vehicle carries over the front axle and
rear axle should never be more than the Gross
Axle Weight Rating (GAWR) for the respective
axle.

% [GF15700( ALL)12/95] You can find your vehicle’s GVWR and GAWR
on the Safety Compliance Certification Label on
the left front door lock facing or the door latch
post pillar.

*[GF15800( ALL)01/96] The weight limits of your vehicle’s tires affect
the GVWR or GAWR limitations. Usage of
replacement tires with higher weight limits than
originals does not increase GVWR or GAWR.
Usage of lower capacity replacement tires may
lower GVWR and GAWR limitations.
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*[GF15900( ALL)01/96] RWARNING

Do not exceed the GVWR or the GAWR
specified on the Safety Compliance
Certification Label.

%*[GF16000( ALL)01/96] Limiting Your Vehicle’s Load

*[GF16100( ALL)12/95] The load that you add to your vehicle must not
exceed the maximum load stated on the Safety
Compliance Certification Decal attached to the
left front door pillar.

*[GF16200( ALL)01/96] To figure the weight of your vehicle’s load, add
the weights of:

*[GF16300( ALL)01/96] ❑ the driver and passengers

*[GF16400( ALL)01/96] ❑ luggage and any other items that you put in
your vehicle

*[GF16500( ALL)12/95] ❑ the tongue load of the loaded trailer

*[GF16600( ALL)01/96] ❑ the weight of any equipment that has been
added to your vehicle since it was delivered
to your dealer

*[GF16700( ALL)01/96] If you do not know the actual weights of these
items, use the following procedure to figure the
weight of a load:

*[GF16800( ALL)01/96] 1. Weigh your vehicle without the driver,
passengers and luggage. You might take
your vehicle to a shipping company or an
inspection station for trucks.

*[GF16900( ALL)01/96] 2. Then weigh your vehicle with the driver,
passengers and luggage.

*[GF17000( ALL)01/96] 3. Subtract the first reading from the second to
figure the total weight of the load.
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*[GF17100( ALL)11/92] After determining this load, you must also make
sure that the total weight of your vehicle, plus
the load it carries, is less than its GVWR. Also,
make sure that the weight your vehicle carries
over each axle is less than the GAWR for the
respective axle.

*[GF17200( ALL)01/96] If your vehicle exceeds the GVWR, remove cargo
from your vehicle accordingly. If your vehicle
exceeds the GAWR for either axle, shift the load
or remove cargo accordingly.

*[GF17300( ALL)01/96] RWARNING

Improper distribution of your vehicle’s
load or carrying weight in excess of the
amount shown on the tire decal can cause
rapid tire wear or loss of vehicle control.

%*[GF17400(MBC )01/96] Trailer Towing

*[GF17600( ALL)12/95] Your vehicle does not come from the factory
fully equipped to tow. No towing packages are
available through Ford or Lincoln/Mercury
dealers.

*[GF17700( ALL)05/96] Because towing a trailer puts extra strain on
your vehicle, you must follow certain
precautions for your safety and the good of your
vehicle:

*[GF17800( ALL)05/96] ❑Stay within the load limits for towing your
vehicle. (See Trailer towing specifications in this
chapter.)

*[GF17900( ALL)05/96] ❑Carefully and thoroughly prepare your
vehicle for towing, making sure to use the
right equipment and to attach it properly.
(See Preparing to Tow in this chapter.)

*[GF18000( ALL)05/96] ❑Use extra caution when driving your vehicle
while you tow. (See Driving while you tow in
this chapter.)
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*[GF18100( ALL)05/96] ❑Service your vehicle more frequently if you
tow a trailer. (See Servicing your vehicle if you
tow in this chapter.)

*[GF18200( ALL)05/96] Ten to 15% of the loaded trailer’s weight should
be on the tongue. However, the tongue load
should never exceed 10% of the maximum
weight that your vehicle can safely tow.

*[GF18300( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

Do not tow a trailer when using a
temporary spare tire.

[GF18400( ALL)12/95] Your vehicle is classified as a light duty towing
vehicle. The amount of weight that you can
safely tow depends on the optional equipment
on your vehicle. See the following chart.

% [GF18500( ALL)12/95] Trailer towing specifications

[GF18700( BC )12/95]

*[GF19000( ALL)05/96] Preparing to Tow

*[GF19100( ALL)05/96] For your safety and for the good of your
vehicle, use the right equipment for the type of
trailer you tow. Also, make sure that all towing
equipment is properly attached to your vehicle.
If you are not certain that you are using the
right equipment in the proper manner, see your
Ford or Lincoln-Mercury dealer.

*[GF19200( ALL)05/96] Do not use hitches that clamp onto your
vehicle’s bumper. The bumper is not designed to
bear the load.
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*[GF19300( ALL)05/96] Always check the pressure in all your vehicle’s
tires when preparing to tow (see inflation
recommendation on the tire label).

%*[GF19400( ALL)05/96] Using the hitch

*[GF19500(MBC )12/95] Your vehicle uses a load carrying hitch. Because
this type of hitch places the tongue load of a
trailer on the rear wheels of your vehicle, you
must distribute the load in your trailer so that
only 10 to 15% of the total weight of the trailer
is on the tongue.

*[GF20000( ALL)05/96] Tie down the load so that it does not shift and
change the weight on the hitch. This will
prevent damage to your vehicle and make your
vehicle easier to handle.

%*[GF21000( ALL)05/96] Connecting the safety chains

*[GF21100( ALL)05/96] Always attach the trailer’s safety chains to your
vehicle. They help protect your trailer if the
hitch breaks.

*[GF21200( ALL)05/96] To connect the trailer’s safety chains:

*[GF21300( ALL)05/96] 1. Cross the chains under the trailer tongue
and attach them to your vehicle’s frame or
hook retainers. Never attach the safety
chains to your vehicle’s bumper. The bumper
is not designed to bear the weight of a
trailer.

*[GF21400( ALL)05/96] 2. Make sure that you leave enough slack in
the chains to allow you to turn corners.

*[GF21500( ALL)05/96] If you use a rental trailer, follow the instructions
that the rental agency gives you.
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%*[GF21600( ALL)05/96] Connecting the trailer’s brakes

*[GF21700( ALL)05/96] Electric brakes and manual, automatic, or
surge-type hydraulic brakes are safe if you
install them properly and adjust them according
to the manufacturer’s instructions. Be sure that
your trailer’s brakes meet local and federal
regulations.

*[GF21900( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

Do not connect a trailer’s hydraulic brake
system directly to your vehicle’s brake
system. Your vehicle may not have
enough braking power and your chances
of having a collision greatly increase.

%*[GF22000( ALL)05/96] Connecting the trailer’s lights

*[GF22100( ALL)05/96] Do not connect a trailer’s lighting system
wiring directly to your vehicle’s lighting system
wiring. To get the proper equipment for
hooking up your trailer’s lights, see your local
trailer dealer and your Ford dealer. Be sure to
follow their instructions carefully.

*[GF22300( ALL)05/96] If you do not install trailer lights correctly, you
may cause damage to the vehicle’s lighting
system.

%*[GF22400( ALL)05/96] Driving While You Tow

*[GF22500( ALL)05/96] Be especially careful when driving while you
tow a trailer. Never drive faster than 45 mph
(70 km/h) when you tow in hilly country on
hot days. Also, anticipate stops so that you can
brake gradually.

[GF22800(MBC )12/95] If you tow in Overdrive while riding through
hilly country, your vehicle may frequently shift
between Overdrive and Third gears. To prevent
your vehicle from shifting too much, depress the
Transmission Control Switch (TCS). This will
also give the engine more power going up hills
and better engine braking going down hills.
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%*[GF23100( ALL)05/96] If you use the speed control while you are
towing on very long, steep grades, the speed
control may shut off.

[GF23200( ALL)05/96] Servicing Your Vehicle If You Tow

*[GF23300( ALL)05/96] If you tow a trailer for a long distance, your
vehicle will need to be serviced more frequently
than usual. Refer to the Maintenance Schedule
booklet for additional information.

[GF23400( C )12/95] Decklid Luggage Rack
(If equipped)

[GF23500( C )12/95] NOTE: The factory-installed luggage rack has a
load carrying capacity of 50 lbs.
(23 kg.). Do not exceed this load limit
or cause the vehicle to exceed the gross
vehicle weight rating (GVWR), which
is shown on the Safety Compliance
Certification Label.

%*[GF23600( ALL)01/96] Driving Under Special Conditions
%*[GF23700( ALL)01/96] Tips for Safe Driving

*[GF23800( ALL)01/96] As with any new vehicle, yours may drive and
handle differently from your previous vehicle.
Use care until you become accustomed to its
various features and driving characteristics.

*[GF23900( ALL)01/96] Operate your vehicle within reasonable limits.
Sudden acceleration, deceleration, turning, or
combinations of these maneuvers can cause a
vehicle to behave differently than anticipated.
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%*[GF24000( ALL)01/96] Driving in Bad Weather

%*[GF24100( ALL)01/96] Slippery roads

*[GF24200( ALL)01/96] Drive cautiously on wet or snowy roads:

*[GF24300( ALL)01/96] ❑Do not quickly move the steering wheel
unless necessary.

*[GF24400( ALL)01/96] ❑Drive slower than you normally would.

*[GF24500( ALL)01/96] ❑Do not use speed control.

*[GF24600( ALL)01/96] ❑Give your vehicle more distance to stop.

[GF24700( ALL)04/96] ❑Pump the brake pedal steadily and evenly to
avoid locking your wheels. (Does not apply
to vehicles with anti-lock brakes.)

*[GF24800( ALL)01/96] ❑Consider using one of the lower gears.

*[GF25000( BCGV)01/96] RWARNING

To avoid skidding and losing control on
slippery roads, do not downshift into 1
(First) when you are moving faster than
20 mph (30 km/h).

*[GF25100( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

Do not use the speed control in heavy
traffic or on roads that are winding,
slippery, or unpaved.

[GF25300(MBC )01/96] If your vehicle gets stuck (for example, in mud
or snow), you may try to “rock” it out of the
spot. Shift, in a steady rhythm, between forward
and reverse gears. At the same time, press
lightly on the accelerator.

*[GF25400( ALL)05/96] RWARNING

Do not spin the wheels at over 35 mph
(55 km/h). The tires may fail and injure a
passenger or bystander.
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[GF25500( ALL)12/95] By moving the vehicle backward and forward,
you may gain enough momentum to move out
of the spot. Do not rock the vehicle for more
than a few minutes. This may overheat the
engine, damage the transmission, or damage the
tires. If you are still stuck after a minute or two
of rocking, call for a tow truck.

%*[GF25600( ALL)01/96] High water

*[GF25700( ALL)01/96] Do not drive through flooded areas unless you
are sure that the water is below the bottom of
the wheel rims.

*[GF25800( ALL)01/96] If you must drive through high water, drive
slowly. You may have limited traction or wet
brakes, so allow extra stopping distance because
your vehicle will not stop as quickly as usual.

*[GF25900( ALL)01/96] After you drive through the standing water,
apply your brakes gently several times as your
vehicle moves slowly. This helps to dry the
brakes.
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Roadside Emergencies

[ER00175( ALL)03/96] Hazard Flashers

*[ER00200( ALL)01/96] The flashers work whether your vehicle is
running or not. The flashers work for up to two
hours when the battery is fully charged and in
good condition without draining the battery
excessively. If the flashers run for longer than
two hours or if the battery is not fully charged,
the battery can be drained.

% [ER00400(MBC )12/95] Fuses, High Current Fuses and
Circuit Breakers

*[ER00500( ALL)12/95] Fuses (conventional and high current) and circuit
breakers protect your vehicle’s wiring system
from overloading. If electrical parts in your
vehicle are not working, the system may have
been overloaded and blown a fuse or tripped a
circuit breaker. Before you replace or repair any
electrical parts, check the appropriate fuses
(conventional and high current) or circuit
breakers.

*[ER00600( ALL)12/95] The following charts tell you which fuses or
circuit breakers protect the wiring for each
electrical part of your vehicle. If a fuse blows or
a circuit breaker opens a circuit, all the parts of
your vehicle that use that circuit will not work.

*[ER00700( ALL)12/95] Once you have determined which fuses or circuit
breakers to check, follow the procedures under
Checking and replacing fuses or Checking and
replacing circuit breakers in this chapter.
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[ER00900( BC )12/95]

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%*[ER01300( ALL)05/96] The Instrument Panel Fuses, Circuit
Breakers and Relays

[ER01600( BC )05/96]

Check all battery terminals and remove any
excessive corrosion before you attach the
jumper cables.

Turning on the fan helps protect the
electrical system from voltage surges. Turn
off all other switches and lights in both
vehicles to prevent possible damage to either
vehicle’s electrical systems.
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%*[ER21300( ALL)02/96] Connecting the jumper cables

*[ER21400( ALL)02/96] 1. Connect one end of the first jumper cable to
the positive (+) terminal of the discharged
battery. (You can connect either jumper cable
to the positive (+) terminal, as long as you
use the same cable for both positive
terminals.) Most jumper cables have a red
cable and a black cable. The red cable is
generally used for the positive terminals and
the black for the negative ones.

*[ER21500( ALL)02/96] 2. Connect the other end of the first cable to
the positive (+) terminal of the booster
battery.

Connect one end of the second cable to the
negative (S) terminal of the booster battery

The scheduled
maintenance services are required because
they are considered essential to the life and
performance of your vehicle and to its
emissions system.

*[MC37400( ALL)01/96] In general, maintenance, replacement, or service
of the emissions control devices or systems in
your new Ford Motor Company vehicle or
engine may be performed at your expense by
any automotive repair establishment or
individual using automotive parts equivalent to
those which your vehicle or engine was
originally equipped.

*[MC37500( ALL)01/96] Ford strongly recommends the use of genuine
Ford replacement parts. If other than Ford or
Motorcraft parts or Ford authorized
remanufactured parts are used for maintenance
replacements or for the service of components
affecting emission control, such non-Ford parts
should be equivalent to genuine Ford Motor
Company parts in performance and durability. It
is the owner’s responsibility to determine the
equivalency of such parts. Please consult your
warranty booklet for complete warranty
information.
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*[MC37600( ALL)01/96] RWARNING

Do not park, idle, or drive your vehicle in
dry grass or other dry ground cover. The
emission system heats up the engine
compartment and exhaust system, which
can start a fire.

*[MC37700( ALL)01/96] Watch for fluid leaks, strange odors, smoke, loss
of oil pressure, the charge warning light, the
check engine light, or the temperature warning
light. These sometimes indicate that the emission
system is not working properly.

*[MC37800( ALL)01/96] Do not make any unauthorized changes to your
vehicle or engine. Changes that cause more
unburned fuel to reach the exhaust system can
increase the temperature of the engine or
exhaust system.

*[MC37900( ALL)01/96] By law, anyone who manufactures, repairs,
services, sells, leases, trades vehicles, or
supervises a fleet of vehicles is not permitted to
intentionally remove an emission control device
or prevent it from working. In some of the
United States and in Canada, vehicle owners
may be liable if their emission control device is
removed or is prevented from working.

*[MC38000( ALL)08/95] Never use a metal exhaust collector when you
service your vehicle. If the metal collector
contacts any of your vehicle’s plastic trim or
bumper parts they could melt or deform.

%*[MC42300( ALL)01/96] The alignment of your headlamps should be
checked if:

do not have the high beams on

*[MC42500( ALL)01/96] ❑ the headlamps do not seem to give you
enough light to see clearly at night

*[MC42600( ALL)01/96] ❑ the headlamp beams are pointed substantially
away from a position slightly down and to
the right
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%*[MC42700( ALL)01/96] Headlamp Bulb

*[MC42800( ALL)03/96] The headlamps on your vehicle use replaceable
bulbs. When the lamp burns out, simply replace
the bulb, rather than the whole lamp.

Handle a halogen headlamp bulb carefully
and keep out of children’s reach. Grasp
the bulb only by its plastic base and do
not touch the glass. The oil from your
hand could cause the bulb to break the
next time the headlamps are operated.

*[MC43000( ALL)01/96] Do not remove the burned-out bulb unless you
can immediately replace it with a new one. If a
bulb is removed for an extended period of time,
contaminants may enter the headlamp housing
and affect its performance.

Push the electrical connector into the rear of
the plastic base until it snaps, locking it into
position.

Turn the headlamps on and make sure that
they work properly. If the headlamp was
correctly aligned before you changed the
bulb, you should not need to align it again.
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%*[MC45700( BCGV)01/96] High-Mount Brakelamp Bulbs

[MC45800( BCGV)12/95] Your vehicle has a brakelamp mounted in the
rear window, called a high-mount brakelamp.
You may need to remove this lamp at times to
replace the brakelamp bulb or to clean the rear
window.
