But don't  have a seatback  reclined if your vehicle is moving. 

Sitting in a reclined position when your vehicle is 
in motion can be dangerous. Even if you buckle 
up, your safety belts can't do  their  job when ' 
you're. reclined like this. 
The  shoulder belt can't do  its  job. In a crash you 
could go into  it, receiving neck or  other injuries. 
The  lap belt can't do its  job either. In a crash  the 
belt could go up over your abdomen. The belt 
forces would be there, not at your pelvic  bones. 
This could cause serious internal injuries. 
For  proper protection when the vehicle is in 
motion, have  the  seatback  upright.  Then sit 
well back in  the  seat  and  wear  your safety 
belt properly. 

. 
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Head Restraints 
Slide  the  head  restraint  up  or  down so that  the top of the 
restraint is closest to the  top of your ears.  This  position 
reduces the chance of a  neck injury in a  crash. 

If the  seatback  isn’t  locked,  it  could  move 
forward  in  a  sudden  stop or crash.  That could 
cause  injury  to  the  person  sitting  there.  Always 
press  rearward on the  seatback  to  be  sure  it 
is  locked.

There’s  one  time the seatback.may not.  fold  without 
some help from you.  That’s  if  .your  vehicle is-parked 
going dopvn a fairly  steep hill, 

To fold  a  seatback  forward 
if it does  lock , i n  place, push 
the  seatback  toward  the  rear 
as you lift this latch.  Then 
the  seatback  will fdd  
forward. The latch  must 
b.e down  for  the  seat to 
work  properly. 

The front seatback folds forward to let  people  get into 
the  back  seat. Your seatback will move back  and forth 
freely,  unless you come to  a  sudden  stop.  Then it will 
lock in place. 



Safety Belts: They’re for Everyone 
This part of the  manual  tells  you  how  to  use  safety .b.elts 
properly. It also tells you some things you should not do 
with  safety  belts. 

And it explains the Supplemental  Restraint  System 
(SRS), or air bag  system. 

Don’t let anyone ride where he or she can’t  wear 
a safety belt properly. If YOU are in a crash  and 
you’re not  wearing a safety belt, your injuries 
can be much worse. You can  hit  things  inside the 
-vehicle or be ejected from it. You can be seriously 
injured  or killed. In the  same  crash, you might 
not be if  you are buckled up. Always fasten your 
safety belt, and check that  your passengers’ belts 

I .,are fastened  properly too. 

YOLU vehicle has a light that 
comes ’on ‘as a reminder  to 
buckle  up.  (See  “Safety 
Belt ReMnder Light” in 
the  Index.) 

In most  states  and  Canadian  provinces, the law  says  to 
wear  safety  belts.  Here’s  why: They work. 
You never  know if you’ll be in a  crash. ‘If  you do have  a 
crash, you don’t know ifit will be a bad one. 

A few  crashes  are  mild, -and some  crashes  can be .so 
serious  that  even  buckled up a  person wouldn’t  survive. 
But  most  crashes  are in between. In many of them, 
people  who  buckle up can survive  and  sometimes walk 
away.  Witho,ut belts  they  could  have  been b,adly hyrt 
or killed. 
After  more  than 25 years of-safety belts  in  vehicles, 
the facts  are  clear, In most  crashes  buckling up does 
matter ... a lot! 



Why Safety Belts Work 
When you ride in or on anything, you go as fast as 
it goes. 

Put someone on it. 

Take  the  simplest  vehicle.  Suppose it’s just a seat 
on wheels. 
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Get it up to  speed.  Then stop the  vehicle.  The  rider 
doesn't stop. 

The person keeps  going  until  stopped by something,. 
In a real  vehicle, it could  be  the  windshield ...

or the instrument panel ... or the safety  belts! 
With safety  belts,  you  slow down as the vehicle does. 
You get  more  time to stop. You stop  over  more  distance, 
and your  strongest  bones  take the forces.  That's why 
safety  belts  make such good sense.

You could be -- whether  you’re  wearing  a  safety 
belt or not.  But  you can unbuckle a. safety  belt, 
even if you’re  upside  down.  And  your  chance of 
being  conscious  during  and  after an accident, so 
you cun unbuckle  and.  get out, is much greater if 
you  are  belted. 

ff my vehicle  has  air bags, .why  should  I  have  to 
wear safety belts? 

Air  bags  are ]in many  vehicles  today  and  will  be  in 
mozst  of  them in the  future.  But  they  are 
supplemental  systems  only; so they work with 
safety  belts -- not  instead .of them.  Every  air  bag 
system  ever  offered  for  sale  has  required  the  use of 
safety  belts,.  Even if you’re in a  vehicle  that  has air 
bags,  you still have  to  buckle  up  to  get  the  most 
protection.  That’s  true  not  only in frontal  collisions, 
but  especially iil side:and  other collisions.

A: You may  be an excellent  driver,  but if you’re in an 
accident -- even  one  that  isn’t  your  fault -- you and 
your  passengers  can  be  hurt.  Being  a  good  driver 
doesn’t  protect  you from things  beyond  your 
control,  such  as bad drivers. 

Most  accidents  occur  within 25 miles (40 km) of  home. 
And  the  greatest’number of serious  injuries and deaths 
occw  at  speeds of less than 4-0 mph (65 km/h). 
Safety  belts  are for everyone. 



How to Wear  Safety  Belts  Properly 
Adults 
This part is only  for people of adult  size. 
Be  aware  that  there  are  special things to know about 
safety  belts  -and  children. And there  are  different  rules 
for  smaller  children  and  babies. X€ a  child will be riding in 
your Buick, see .the.part of this manual  called  “Children.’” 
Follow  those  rules for everyone’s  protection. 
First, you’ll want to know  which restrat  systems  your 
vehicle  has. 
We’ll  start  with  the  driver  position. 

Driver Position 
This  part  describes  the  driver’s  restraint  system. 

Lap-Shoulder Belt 
The  driver  has a lap-shoulder  belt. The shoulder  portion 
of the  belt  has an energy  management  loop. It ‘is 
designed to open  and help protect you in certain  crashes. 
If it  opens, you will see a label  on  the  safety  belt  that 
says to replace  the  belt.  Be  sure  to do so. If you don’t, 
the  safety  belt  won’t  work  properly  and  won’t  protect 
you in another  crash.  For  more  information on replacing 
safety  belts  after  a  crash,  see  “Replacing  Safety  Belts” in 
the  Index. 
Here’s  how  to  wear  the  lap-shoulder  belt  properly. 
1. Close and 1ock.the  door. 
2. Adjust  the  seat  (to  see  how;see  “Seats” in tlie  Index) 

s.0 you can sit up straight. 
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Shoulder Belt Tightness Adjustment 
Your car  has  a  shoulder  belt  tightness  adjustment 
feature. If the shoulder  belt  seems  too  tight,  adjust  it 
before  you  begin  to  drive. 
1. Sit well  back in the  seat. , 

2. Start  pulling  the  shoulder  belt out. 

3. Just  before  it  reaches  the  end,  give it a quick  pull. 

4. Let the belt  go  back all the way.  You should  hear  a 
slight  clicking  sound. If you  don’t,  the  adjustment 
feature won’t  set,  and  you’ll  have to start  again. 

5. Now  you can  add  a  small  amount of slack.  Lean 
forward  slightly,  then sit back. If you’ve  added  more 
than 1 inch (25 mm) of slack,  pull the shoulder  belt 
out as you did  before  and start again. 

If you move  around in the  vehicle  enough,  pull  out  the 
shoulder belt, or  open  your  door,  the  belt  will  become 
tight  again. If this  happens, you can reset it. 
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@ What’s  wrong  with  this? 

You can bc - eriously  hurt  if ; - Jr  shoulder  belt is 
too  loose.  In  a  crash, you would  move  forward 
too  much,  which  could.  increase  injury.  The. 
shoulder  belt  should  fit  against  your  body.  Don’t 
allow  more  than 1 inch (25 mm) of slack. 

A: The shoulder belt is tob loose. It won’t give  nearly 
as much protection  this way. 



Q: What’s wrong  with  this? 

A: The belt is buckled in the wrong place. 

You can be seriously injured  if-your  belt is 
buckled in  the wrong place like this. In a crash, 
the  belt would go up over your  abdomen, The 
belt  forces would be  there,  not at the pelvic 
bones. This could cause  serious  internal  injuries. 
Always buckle your belt into  the  buckle. 
nearest you. 
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What’s wrong with  this? 

A: The shoulder belt is worn under the arm. It should 
be worn over the shoulder at all times. 

You can be seriously injured if  you wear the 
shoulder  belt  under  your  arm.  In, a crash, your 
body would move too far forward, which  wouId 
increase  the chance of head  and neck injury. 
Also; the belt would apply  toa much force to  the 
ribs, which aren’t as strong as shoulder bones. 
You could also severely injure  internal organs 
like your liver or spleen. 



Q: What’s  wrong  with  this? 

You can be seriously  injured by a twisted  belt. In 
a crash, YOU wouldn’t have the  full  width  of  the 
belt to spread  impact  forces. IT a  belt  is  twisted, 
make it  straight SO it  can work properly, or ask 
YOU dealer to fix it. 

A: The  belt  is  twisted across the  body. 
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To unlatch  the  belt, just push  the  button on the  buckle. 
The belt  should go back out of the way. 
Before you-close the  door,  be sure the belt  is  out of the 

. 

way. If you slam  the door-on it, you can damage  both  the 
belt  and your vehicle. 

Supplemental Restraint System (SRS) 
This-part explains the Supplemental  Restraint  System 
(SRS) or air bag  system. 

Your Buick has  two air bags -- one air bag for the driver 
and ana-ther air bag for the right  front  passenger. 

Here are  the.most important things  to know about  the air 
bag system: 

You can be  severely injured or killed  in a mas1 ' 

you aren't wearing your safety belt -- even if you 
have an  air bag. Wearing your safety  belt during a 
crash helps reduce your chance of hitting things 
inside the vehicle or being ejected from it, The air 
bag is  only a ccsupplemental restraint." That is, it 
works with  safety  belts but doesn't replace them. 
Air bags are designed to work only in-  moderate  to 
severe crashes where the  front of your vehicle hits 
something, They aren't designed  to inflate -at all in 
rollover, rear, side or low-speed frontal crashes. 
Everyone in your vehicle, including the driver, 
should wear a safety  belt properly - whether or 
not there's an air bag for that person. 
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Air bags  inflate  with  great force, faster  than  the 
blink of an eye. If you’re too close to -an  inflating 
:air bag, it could  seriously  injure- you. Safety belts 
help keep you in position for  an air bag  inflation 
in a crash. Always wear  your  safety belt, even 
with an air bag. The  driver  should sit as  far back 
as possible  while -still  maintaining  control of 
the vehicle. 

An inflating air bag  can  seriously injure small 
children. Always secure  children  properly  in  .you] 
vehicle. To read how,  see the  ,part of this manual 
called “Children”  and  the  caution  label on the 
right  front passenger’s safety belt. 

There  is an air bag  readiness 
light on the  instrument 
panel,  which shows 
AIR BAG. 

The  system  checks  the air bag’s electrical  system for 
malfunctions.  The  light  tells you if there is an electrical 
problem. See “Air .Bag  Readiness  Light” in the Index 
for more information. 





Don’t put  anything on, or attach  anything to, 
the  steering wheel or instrument panel. Also, 
don’t put  anything (such as  pets or objects) 
between any  occupant  and the steering wheel or 
instrument panel. If something is between an 
occupant and  an  air bag, it could affect the 
performance of the  air bag -- or worse, it could 
cause  injury. 

When  should an air bag inflate? 
The  air  bag is designed to inflate- in moderate  to  severe 
frontal  or  near-frontal  crashes.  The air bag will inflate 
only if the impact speed is above  the  system’s designed 
“threshold level.” If your  vehicle goes -straight into a 
wall that  doesn’t  move  or  deform,  the  threshold  level is 
about 8 to .11 mph (13 to 18 h/h). The threshold level 
can  vary,  however,  with  specific  vehicle design, so that 
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How does an  air  bag  -restrain? 
In moderate  to  severe frontal or  near-frontal  collisions, 
even  belted  dccupants can contact the steering  wheel or the 
instrument  panel.  The air bag  supplements  the  protection 
provided  by safety belts. Air bags  distribute  the  force  of 
the  impact  more  evenly  over the  0ccupant”s  upper  body, 
stopping  the  occupmt  more  gradually.  But air bags  would 
not help  you  in  many  types of collisions,  including 
rollavers, reg impacts  and  side  impacts,  primarily  because 
an  occupant’s motion is not  toward  the air bag. Air bags 
should  never be.regaded as mything  more than a 
supplement  to  safety  belts, and then only in moderate to 
severe  frontal  .or neir-fiontd collisions. 

What  will  you  see  after  an  air  bag  inflates? 
After the air  bag Mates, it quickly  deflates. This occurs 
SO quickly  that  some  people  may  not  even  realize the air 
bag  inflated.  Some  components of the &i.r bag  modtde in 
the steering  wheel  hub for the driver’s air bag,  or  the 
instrument  panel for the  right front passenger’s  bag,  will 
be hot for a short time.  The part of the bag  that  comes 
into contact  with you may be w m ,  but it will  never  be 
too  hot  to  touch.  There  will  be  some  smoke and dust 
coming,from vents in the  deflated  air bags. Air  bag 
inflation will  not  prevent  the  driver  from  seeing or fkom 
being able to steer  the  vehicle,  nor  will it stop people 
from leaving the vehicLe.% 

When  an air  bag  inflates,  there is dust  in  the  air. 
This  dust  could  cause  breathing  problems  for 
people with.a history  of  asthma or other 
breathing  trouble. To avoid  this,  everyone  in  the 
vehicle  should  get  out  as soon as  it is safe to do so. 
If you have  breathing  problems  but  can’t  get out 
of the  vehicle  after  an  air  bag  inflates,  then  get 
fresh  air by opening  a  window OF door. . 

In many crashes  severe  enough  to inflate an air  bag, 
windshields  are  broken  by  vehicle  deformation. 
Additional  windshield  breakage  may  also  occur fiom the 
right front passenger air bag. 
0 The air  bags  are  designed  to  inflate only once.  After 

they  inflate,  you’ll  need  some  new  parts for your air 
bag  system.  If  you  don’t  get  them,  the air bag  system 
won’t  be  there  to  help  protect  you in another  crash. 
A  new  system  will  include air bag.  modules  and 
possibly  other  parts. The service manual for your 
vehicle  covers  the  need  to  replace  other  parts. 



0 Your vehicle  is  equipped  with  a  crash  sensing  and 
diagnostic  module,  which  records  information  about 
the air bag  system.

You may have to replace the air 
bag module in  the  steering wheel or both  the air

Servicing Your A h  Bag-Equipped B,uick 
Air bags  affect how your  Buick  should  be  serviced. 
There  are parts of the air bag system in several places 
around  your  vehicle. You don’t ,want the system to 
M a t e  while  someone is working on your  vehicle. Your 
Buick  dealer and the  Riviera Service Manual have 
infomation about  servicing your vehicle and the air  bag 
system. To purchase  a  service  manual, see “Service  and 
Owner  mtblications” in the  Index. 

For up  to 10 minutes  after  the  ignition key is 
turned off and  the  battery is disconnected, an air 
bag  can  still  inflate during  improper service. You 
can be injured if you are close to  an  air bag when 
it  inflates. Avoid wires wrapped  with yellow tape 
or yellow connectors.  They are  probably  part 
of the air bag system. Be sure  to follow proper 
service  procedures, and  make  sure  the  person 
performing work for you is qualified- to do so.

S.afety Belt Use During Pregnancy 
Safety  belts work for everyone, including  pregnant 
women.  Like  all  occupants,  they  are  more  likely  to  be 
seriously  injured if they  don’t  wear  safety  belts. 

A pregnant  woman  should  wear a lap-shoulder  belt, and 
the  lap  portion  should  be worn ,as low as possible,  below 
the rounding, throughout  the  pregnancy. 

The best  way  to  protect  the fetus is to  protect  the 
mother. When a safety  belt is worn properly,  it’s more 
likely  that the fetus won’t be hurt in a.crash. For 
pregnant  women,  as  for  anyone,  the  key to-making 
safety  belts  effective is wearing them properly. 

Right  Front Passenger Position 
The  right  front  passenger’s  safety  belt  works  the same 
way as the  driver’s  safety  belt.  See  “Driver  Position,’” 
earlier in this  section. 
When  the  lap  portion of the belt-is pulled  out all the 
way, it  will  lock. If it  does,  let it go back  all  the way .and 
start  again. 
If your  vehicle  has a center  passenger  position,  be 
sure  to use the  correct  buckle  when  buckling  your 
lap-shoulder  belt. If you find that  the  latch  plate  will 
not go fully  into  the  buckle,  see if you are using the 
buckle  for  the.  center  passenger  position. 
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Center Passenger Position 

Lap Beit 
If your  vehicle  has  a  front  split  seat  and  a  rear  bench 
seat,  someone  can  sit in the  center  positions. 

When you sit  in a center  seating  position, you have a lap 
safety  belt,  which  has  no  retractor. To make the  belt 
longer,  tilt  the  latch  plate  and  pull  it  along  the  belt. 



Make sure  the  release  button on the  buckle ispositioned 
so you  would  be  able to  .unbuckle  the  safety  belt quickly 
if you ever  had to. 

Rear Seat -1Passe.ng.ers 
It’s very  important  for  rear  seat  passengers  to  buckle up! 
Accident  statistics show that  unbelted  people in the  rear 
seat  are  hurt  more  often in crashes than those  who  are 
wearing  safety  belts. 
Rear  passengers  who  aren’t  safety  belted can be thrown 
out of the  vehicle in a  crash. And they can strike  others 
in the  vehicle who  are wearing,safety  belts. 

Rear Seat Outside Passenger Pasitions 

To make  the  belt  shorter,  pull  its free end  as  shown  until 
the  belt is snug. 
Buckle,  position  and  release it the  same  way as the  lap 
part of a lap-shoulder  belt. If the belt  isn’t  long  enough, 
see  “Safety  Belt Extender” at  the  end of this  section. 





3. To make  the  lap  part  tight, pull down on the  buckle 
end of the belt  as you pull up on  the  shoulder part. 

The lap part of the belt  should  be worn low  and snug on 
the hips, just touching the thighs. In a crash,  this  applies 
force to the strong pelvic  bones.  And you'd be less 
likely to slide  under  the  lap  belt.  If you slid  under it, 
the  belt  would  apply force at your  abdomen.  This  could. 
cause  serious  or  even fatal injuries. The  shoulder  belt 
'should go over the shoulder  and  across the chest. 
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These  parts of the  body me best  able to take belt 
restraining forces. 
The safety  belt  locks if thereka sudden stop or a crash.

You can  be  seriously 'hurt if'your shoulder  belt is 
too loose. In a crash, you would,move.forward 
too  much,  which  could  increase  injury.  The 
shoulder belt should  fit  against your body.

Everyone in a vehicle  needs  protection!  That  includes 
d a n t s  and all children,smaller than adult size. In fact, 
the law in every  state in the United  States  and in every 
Canadian province  says  children up to  some  age must be - 
restrained  while in a  vehicle. 

en. and 3ab.ies 

Smaller  children and babies should always be 
restrained  in  a child or  infant  restraint.  The 
instructions  for the’ restraint will say whether  it is 
the  right  type  and size for  your child. A very 
young child’s hip bones are so small  that a 
regular  belt  might  not stay low on the hips, as it 
should. Instead,  the  belt will  likely be over the 
child’s abdomen. In a  crash,  the belt would apply 
force  right on the child’s abdomen, which could 
cause  serious  or  fatal  injuries. So, be sure  that 
any child small enough for one is always properly 
restrained in a child or infant  restraint. 
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heavy you can’t hold  it. For example, in a crash 
at only 25 mph (40 km/h), a 12-1b. (5.5 kg) baby 
will suddenly become a 240-lb. (110 kg) force on 
your  arms.  The  baby would be almost impossible 
to hold. 
Secure  the  baby in an  infant  restraint. 

Never hold a  baby in your arms while riding in a 
vehicle. A baby doesn’t  weigh much -- until a 
crash. During a crash a baby will become so

Child Restraints 
Be sure  the  child  restraint is designed to be used  in a 
vehicle. If it is, it will  have  a  label  saying  that it meets 
Federal  Motor  Vehicle  Safety  Standards. 
Then  follow  the  instructions  for  the  restraint. You may 
find these  instructions  .on  the  restraint  itself  or in a 
booklet,  or  both.  These  restraints  use  the  belt  system  in 
your  vehicle,  but  the  child also has  to  be  secured  within 
the  restraint  to  help  seduce  the  chance of-personal injury. 
The  instructions  that  come  with  the  infant  or  child 
restraint will show  you  how to do that. 

Where to Put the Restraint 
Accident  statistics show that children are safer if they 
are  restrained in the  rear  rather  than  the  front  seat. We  at 
General Motors therefore  recommend  that  you put your 
child  restraint in the  rear  seat. Never put a rear-facing 
child  restraint in the fkht passenger  seat.  Here's why: 

A child in  a  rear-facing  child  restraint chn  be 
seriously injured if the  right  front passenger's 
air bag inflates. This is because the  back of a 
rear-facing  child  restraint would be very close to 
the inflating air bag.  Always secure  a  rear-facing 
child restraint  in  the  rear seat. 
You may,  however, secure -a forward-facing child 
restraint in the  right  front  seat. Before you secure 
a forward-facing child restraint, always move the 
front passenger seat  as far back as. it will  go. Or, 
secure  the child restraint  in the rear seat. 



Top Strap 

A child in a child restraint in  the  center front seat 
can be badly injured by the  right  front passenger 
air bag if it inflates. Never secure a child restraint 
imthe  center front seat. It’s always better to 

. secure a child restraint in the rear seat. You may, 
however, secure a forward-facing child restraint 
in  the  right front -passenger  seat, but only with 

Wherever  you install it, be sure to secure  the  child 
restraint  properly. 
Keep in mind  that an unsecured  child  restraint  can  move 
around in a. collision or sudden  stop  and injure people  in 
the vehicle.  Be sure to  properly  secure  any  child 
restraint  in  your vehicle 3- even when  no  child is in it. :If your  child  restraint  has a top strap, it should  be 

anchored, If you  need to have  an  anchor  installed,  you 
c-an ask your  Buick  dealer to put it  in- for you. If you 
want  to install an anchor  yourself,  your  dealer can tell 
you  how  to do it.

When  you  go 
in to order it, take the heaviest coat you will wear, so the 
extender will be long enough for you.. The extender  will 
be. just for you,  and just for the seat in your  vehicle that 
you  choose.  Don’t let someone else use it, and use it 
only for the seat it is  made to fit. To wear it, just attach  it 
to the regular  safety  belt. 

Checking Your Restraint Systems 
Now and  then,  make  sure  the  safety  belt  reminder light 
and all your  belts,  buckles, latch.plates, retractors  and 
anchorages  are wo&ing properly. Look €or any  other 
loose or damaged  safety  belt.  system parts. If  you see 
anything,  that  might  keep  a  safety  belt  system  from. 
doing its job, have it repaired. 
Torn or  fkayed safety  belts  may  not  protect you in a 
crash. They  can  rip apartunder impact  forces. If a  belt 
is  torn  or  frayed,  get  a  new one right  away. 
Also  look for any  opened  or  broken  air  bag  cowers,  and 
have  them  repaired  or  replaced..  (The  air  bag  system 
does  not  need  regular  maintenance.) 



Replacing Restraint System Parts 
After a C.rash 
If you’ve  had  a:  crash, do you  need new-belts? 
After  a  very  .minor  collision,  nothing may  be  necessiuy. 
But if the belts  were  stretched,  as  they  would be i€ worn 
during  a  more severe crash,  then you  need  new  belts. 

If you ever see a  label on the  driver’s or the right front 
passenger’s safety belt  that  says to replace  the  beit,  be 
sure to do so.. Then  the  new  belt  will  be  there to help 
protect you  in a collision. You would  see  this  label on 
the  belt  near the latch  plate. 
If belts  are  cut or damaged,  replace  them.  Collision 
damage  also  may mean you  will  need  to have safety  belt 
or seat-parts repaired  ‘or  replaced.  New  parts and repirs 
may  be  necessary  even if the  belt  wasn’t  being used-at 
the  time of the  collision. 
If your  seat  adjuster won’t work  after a crash, the special 
part of the  safety  belt  that  goes.  through  the  seat to the 
adjuster  may  need  to  be  replaced. 
If an air bag  inflates, you’ll need to replace air bag 
system parts. See  the  part on the air  bag  system  earlier 
in this  section.

Features and Controls 

Here  you  can learn about the many  standard and 
optional  features on your Buick, and information on 
starting,  shifting  apd  braking.  Also  explained  are  the 
instrument  panel  and the warning systems  that tell you if 
everything is working  properly -- and what to do if you 
have a  problem. 

Keys 

A. CAUTION: 

Leaving  young  children  in a vehicle with the 
ignition  key is dangerous for many reasons. A 
child  or  others  could  be  badly  injured or even 
killed. 
They  could  operate  power  windows or other 
.controls  or  even  make  the  vehicle move. Don’t 
leave  the  keys  in a vehicle  with  young  children. 
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The ignition  key is for 
the  ignition  only. 

The  door  key is for the 
doors  and  all  other  locks. 

When  a  new  Riviera is delivered,  the  dealer  removes  the 
plugs from the  keys, and  gives  them  to the first  owner. 
However, if the ignition  key  does  not  have a plug,  there 
may  be. a bar-coded  key  tag  instead. 
Each plug  or  bar-coded  key  tag  has a-code on it that tells 
your  dealer or a  qualified  locksmith how to make  extra 
keys.  Keep  the  tags  or  plugs in a safe place. If you lose 
your  keys,  you’ll  be  able  to  have  new  ones  made easily 
using these tags  or  plugs. If your  ignition  keys don’t 
have  tags or plugs,  go  to  your  Buick  dealer for the 
correct  key  code if  you  need  a  new  ignition key. 

I NOTICE: 

Your  Buick  has a number of features  that  can 
help  prevent  theft.  But you can  have a lot of 
trouble  getting  into  your  vehicle if you  ever  lock 
your  keys  inside.  You  may  even  have  to  damage 
your  vehicle  to get in. So be  sure  you  have  extra 
keys. 



Unlocked doors  can be dangerous. 
Passengers -- especially children -- can .easily 
open the  doors and fa11 out.  When a door is 
locked, the  inside  handle won’t open it. 
Outsiders can easily enter  through  an’unlocked 
door when you  slow down or stop your vehicle. 
This  may  not be so obvious: You increase  the 
chance of being thrown  out sf  the vehicle in a 
crash if the doors aren’t locked. Wear  safety belt! 
properly, lock your  doors, and you will  be far 
better off whenever you drive  your vehicle.

There  are  several  ways  to  lock  and  unlock  your  vehicle: 
From the outside:  Use  your  door  key. 
If your  vehicle  has a theft-deterrent  system  and  it is activated, 
unlock the doors only with  the  key  or  Remote  Keyless  Entry 
System. This will  avoid  setting off the alarm. 

From  the  inside: To lock  the  door,  move  the lock control 
on the  door  forward. 
To unlock the door, move the  lock  control  toward the 
rear of the vehicle.  There is a red mark on the lock 
control which  shows  when  the  door is unlocked.

If you leave your  vehicle  with the keys inside,  it’s an 
easy  target for joy riders  or  professional  thieves -- so 
don’t do it.

When  the  PASS-Key It system  senses  that  someone  is 
using  the  wrong  key, it shuts  down  the  vehicle’s  starter  and 
fuel systems.  For  ‘about three minutes, the starter  won’t 
work and fuel  won’t go to  the  engine. If someone  tries to 
start your  vehicle  again  or  uses  another  key  during this 
time,  the  vehicle will not  start. This discourages  someone 
from  randomly trying different  keys  with  different  resistor 
pellets in an attempt  to  make a match. 
The ignition  key  must.  be  clean  and  dry  before  it’s 
inserted in the  ignitiori or the  engine may  .not start.

If you add  electrical 
parts  or accessories, YOU could change  the way 
the engine 0perates;Before adding  electrical 
equipment, check with  your .dealer. If you  don’t, 
your engine might not perform properly. 
If you .ever have to have  your vehicle  towed,  see 
the part of this  manual  that tells how to do it 
without  damaging  your vehicle.  See  “Towing 
Your  Vehicle” in the Index. In very  cold  weather, 0 “F (- 18 ’ C) or  colder,  the  engine 

coolant  heater  can  help. You’ll get  easier  starting  and 
better fuel economy  during  engine  warm-up.  Usually, 
the  coolant  heater  should  be  plugged in a  minimum of 
four hours  prior  to  starting  your vehxle. 
To use the  coolant  heater: 
1. Turn off the  engine. 
2. Open  the  hood  and  unwrap  the  electrical coTd. 
3. Plug it into  a  normal, grounded 110-volt AC outlet. 



Plugging  the  cord  into  an  ungrounded  outlet 
could  cause an electrical  shock.  Also,  the  wrong 
kind of extension  cord  could  overheat  and  cause 
a fire. You could be seriously  injured.  Plug  the 
cord  into  a  properly  grounded  three-prong 
110-volt AC outlet. If the  cord  won’t  reach,  use a 
heavy-duty  three-prong  extension  cord  rated for 
at  least 15 amps. 

4. Mter you’ve  used  the  coolant  beater,  be  sure  to  store 
the  cord  as it was  before  to  keep it away from 
moving  engine parts. I f  you don’t, it could  be 
damaged. 

How long should you keep the coolant  heater  plugged 
in? The answer depends on the  outside  temperature, the 
kind of oil you  have,  and  some  other  things.  Instead of 
trying to list everything  here, we  ask  that  you  contact 
your  Buick  dealer in the  area  where you’ll be  parking 
your  vehicle. The dealer  can give you the best  advice for 
that  particulax  area.

Remember  that  darnaged  wiper  blades  may  prevent you 
from seeing well ‘enough to -drive  safely. To avoid 
damage,  be  sure  to  clear  ice  and  snow  from  the  wiper 
blades  before using them. If they’re  frozen to the 
windshield,  carefully  loosen or thaw  them. If your 
blades  do  become  damaged,  get  new  blades or blade 
inserts. 
Heavy  snow or ice  can  overload your wiper  motor., A 
circuit  breaker will stop  the  motor  until it cools. Cleax 
away  snow  or ice to prevent an overload. 

At the  top of the  turn  signal  lever  there’s  a  paddle  with 
the.  word PUSH on  it. To spray  washer  fluid on the 
windshield, just push  the  paddle for less  than a second. 
The  washer will spray several times, then.stop..Unless 
they are already  turned on, the  wipers will operate  at 
low  speed  for  several  sweeps,  -then  turn off.

In  freezing  weather,  don’t  use  your  washer  until 
the  windshield is warmed.  Otherwise  the  washer 
fluid  can  form  ice  on  the  windshie1.d’  blocking 
your vision. 

To get  more  fluid  on  the  windshield,  push  and  hold 
the  paddle.  Spraying  will  continue  ,as  long  as the  paddle 
is held.

With the anti-lock  brake 
system,  this  light  will  come 
on  when  you  start  your 
engine and may  stay  on for 
several  seconds.

This warning  light  should 
come on briefly as you  start 
the  engine. If the  warning 
light  doesn’t  come  on  then, 
have it fixed so it  will  be . 

ready  to warn you if there’s 
a  problem. 

If it stays  on,  or  comes on when you’re  driving,  there 
may  be  a  problem  with  your  traction  control  system  &d 
your  vehicle  may  need  service.  When  this  warning light 
is on, the system will not limit wheel  spin.  Adjust  your 
driving  accordingly. 



The  traction  control  system  warning  light may  come on 
for  the following reasons:

If you turn the  system off by pressing the T M C  
CONT button  located on the  instrument  panel,  the 
warning  light will come  on  and  stay  on. To turn  the ~ 

system back on, press the button  again.  The  warning 
light should go off.

If there’s a brake  system  problem that is specifically 
related  to  traction  control,  the  traction  control  system 
will turn off and  the  warning  light  will  come on.

After  the  coolant  level  is  returned  to its proper  level,  the 
LOW COOLANT. light  will go off after 20 seconds or 
remain off during  the  next  ignition  cycle.

Your Buick is equipped 
with  a  computer  which 
monitors  operation of the 
fuel, ignition and  emission 
control  systems. 

This  system is called OBD I1 (On-Board 
Diagnostics-Second  Generation) and is  intended 
to  assure that emissions are at  acceptable  levels for 
the life of the vehicle,  helping  to  produce  a  cleaner 
environment. (In Canada, OBD I1 is  replaced by 
Enhanced  Diagnostics.) The SERVICE  ENGINE  SOON 
light comes on to indicate  that  there is a  problem  and 
service  is  required.  Malfunctions  often  will  be  indicated 
by  the  .system  before  any  problem is apparent,  which 
may  prevent  more  serious  damage  to  your  vehicle.  This 
system is also designed  to  assist  your  service  technician 
in correctly  diagnosing  any  malfunction. 

NOTICE: 

If  you  keep  driving  your  vehicle  with  this  light 
on,  after a while,  your  emission controks may not 
work as well,  your  fuel  economy  may  not  be  as 
good  and  your  engine may not  run  as  smoothly. 
This  could  lead  to  costly  repairs  that  may  not  be 
covered  by  your  warranty. 

This light  should  come on, as a  check  to  show  you it is 
working,  when  the  ignition  is on and the engine is  not 
running. If.the light doesn't  come on, have it repaired. 
This light  will  also  come on during  a  malfunction in one 
of two ways: 
0 Eight  Flashing -- A misfire condition  has  been 

detected. A misfire  increases  vehicle  emissions and 
may  damage the emission  control  system  on  your 
vehicle.  Dealer  or  qualified  service  center  diagnosis 
and  service is required. 
Light On Steady -- -An emission  control  system 
malfunction  has  been  detected  on  your  vehicle. 
'Dealer or  qualified  service  center  diagnosis and 
service  may be required. 



If the Light Is On Steady If the Light I$- Flashing 
The following . .  may prevent’more serious damage  to 
your  vehicle: 
e Reduce  vehicle  speed. 
e Avoid  hard accelerations. 
0 Avoid steep  uphill grades. 

e If  towing  a  trailer,  reduce  the  amount of cargo  being 
hauled  as soon as it  is possible. 

If the  light stops flashing  and  remains  on  steady,  see “If 
the Light Is On Steady”  following. 
If the  light  continues  to flash, when it is safe  to  do so, 
stop the vehicle. Put  your  vehicle in PARK (P). Turn  the 
key off, wait at least 10~ seconds  and  restart  the  engine. 
If the light remains  on  steady,  see “If the Light Is On 
Steady” followhg, If the light is still flashing  follow  the 
previous  steps, md drive the vehicle  to  your  dealer  or 
qualified  service  center for service. 

You may  be able to  correct  the emission system 
malfunction  by  considering  the  following: 
Did  you just drive  through a deep  puddle of water? 
If so, .your  electrical  system  may  be wet.  The  condition 
will  usually  be  corrected  when the electrical  system 
dries  out.  A  few  driving  trips  should  turn  the  light off. 
Are  you  low on fuel? 
As  your  engine  starts  to fun out of fuel, your  engine  may 
not run as  efficiently as  designed  since small amounts of 
-air  are  sacked  into  the fuel line  c-ausing  a  misfire. The 
system  can  detect  this.  Adding fuel should  correct  this 
condition.  Make  sure  to  install the fuel cap  properly. It 
will take a few  driving trips t.0 turn the light off. 





Don’t  keep  driving  if  the  oil  pressure is low. If 
you do, your  engine  can  .become so hot  that it 
catches  fire.

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Section 3 Cornfort. Controls and .Audio Systems 

In this  section  you’ll find out how to  operate the 
comfort  control  systems  and  audio  systems  offered 
with  your  Buick. 

Comfort Controls 
This  section  describes  how  to  operate  your  climate 
control system. Your climate  control  system uses 
ozone-friendly R- 134a refrigerant. 

Dual Automatic. ComforTemp 
Climate Control 
Your vehicle  has  the  Dual  Automatic  ComforTemp 
Climate  Control  system. The following  information tells 
you  how it works. 
You will hear  a  beep  each  time  a  button  is  pushed  and  a 
small light-on the  button  will  indicate  which  buttons  are 
active. The lights are on all buttons  except TEMP, FAN 
and AZR FLOW. The display  will  show fan speed, 
comfort  level  setting and airflow direction for a few 
seconds  whenever AUTO is selected,  and  then it will 

display  the  outside  temperature. The outside temperature 
reading  is  most  accurate  when  the  vehicle is moving. 
During  stops,  the  display  shows the previous 
temperature  for  best  accuracy and system  control. 

If the  display is flashing  after the climate  control  system 
is started,  there is a  problem  with  the  system  and  you 
should see your  dealer for seryice. 
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to- see your  current  automatic fan speed, airflow 
direction and comfort setting, press the AUTO button. 
In cold  weather, the system  will  delay  turning on the 
fan, to avoid blowkg cold  air. The length of the delay 
depends on the engine coolant  temperature  and the 
outside  temperature. Pushing the FAN, AIR FLOW or 
FRONT  buttons will ovefride this delay,  turn  off the 
AUTO setting  and  change the fan speed. 

You may  also  manually adjrxst the air  delivery  or 
fan speed. 
AIR IFLOW: This button is used  to  change  the  direction 
of the  airflow.  The  airflow  choices  available are FLOOR, 
FLOOR-MID,  MID and WINDSHIELD-FLOOR. If the 
system is set for AUTO, pressing  the AIR FLOW button 
will display  the  current  airflow  direction  and  the  comfort 
setting.  Press the AIR FLOW up or down  button  again to 
change  the  direction of the  aidlow. 
If the AIR FLOW up button is selected  while in the 
FFtONT defrost  mode,  the  system will direct  the  air 
toward  the  WINDSHIELD-FLOOR. If the AIR FLOW 
down  button  is  selected  while in the FRONT defrost 

mode, the system will direct  the air toward the FLOOR, 
-and  the FliONT defrost  mode  will  cancel.  Notice  the 
arrows in the .display. 
OFF: If the passenger  comfort  control is turned on, it 
can  be  turned off by pressing the OFF button  once. 
Pressing  the OFF button a  second  time  will  turn off the 
main  system.  Tuniing off the main system  causes  the  fan 
to turn off and the  airflow  to  be  directed to the FLOOR. 
The system will kill try to keep  the  interior  of the 
vehicle at the  previous  chosen  comfort  setting. The 
outside  temperature will show  on the display  when  the 
system is OW. 
The ventilation  system  always  allows  fresh .air to flow 
through  your  Buick  when  the  vehicle  is.  moving  even 
with the system in the OFF mode. 
VENT The VENT button  allows  outside air to  flow 
through  your  Buick  without  the  air  conditioning 
compressor  working.  Selecting VENT and the AUTO 
button at the same time allows  the  system  to  control 
automatically  without the use of the air  conditioning 
compressor  or  the use of the RECIRC mode. TO t ~ ~ m  off 
the  VENT  selection,  push the VENT button  again. 



Air Condiwdning 
On  very  hot  days,  open  the  windows  long  enough to let 
the  hot air out. This reduces the.tirne require.d  to cod  the 
interior of the vehicle to a  comfortable  level. If the 
system is in the AUT.0 mode on very  hot  days,  the 
system  will  automatically  enter the RECIRC mode  and 
the  temperature  door will be  positioned  at  the full cold 
position for maximum cooling. If the system is not ih 
the AUTO mode, RECIRC should be selected to provide 
maximum  cooling. You can choose The extreme comfort 
setting of 60°F (16"C), but  the  system  will  not  cool any 
faster by choosing the extreme  comfort  setting. 

Heating 
On coid days, if the AUTO mode is selected, the system 
will automatically  direct the air  towards  the floor and 
the  temperature  door will be  positioned  at  the full hot 
position. You can choose  the  extreme comfort setting of 
90°F (32°C) but the system will not w m  up any  faster 
by selecting the extreme comfort setting. If the  outside 
temperature is cold,  the fan will be delayed  to  avoid 
blowing  cold aira Pushing the FAN, AIR FLOW or. 
FRONT. buttons  will  override  this.  delay, -turn off the 
AUTO mode and change the fan speed. 
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Ventilation Tips

Keep  the  hood and front air inlet free of ice,  snow or 
any  other  obstruction  such  as  leaves. The heater  and 
defroster  will  work  better,  reducing  the  chance of 
fogging your windows. 
Keep  the air path  under the front seats  clear of 
objects.  This  helps  air  to  circulate  throughout 
your vehicle. 
When the engine  idles for a  long  time,  the  exterior 
temperatwe  sensor  may  cause  the  system  to  blow air 
that is too  cool. Once'the vehicle is moving  'again, 
the system will try to maintain the set  temperature 
inside your vehicle. 

Defogging and Defrosting. 
Use the FRONT button to quickly  remove  fog,  frost or 
ice from the windshield  in  extremely  humid or cold 
conditions. 
Select  the FRONT button to defrost  the  windshield. By 
choosing  this  button,  the ait-flow will  be  directed  at the 
windshield.  Adjust your comfort  level by pressing the 
TEMP up-or down arrow. The fan speed will be 
controlled by the  system,  you can change  the fan speed 
by pressing the top of the FAN button  to  increase  speed, 
and  the  bottom of the  button to decrease  speed. 

Rear Window Defogger 
The lines you see on the 
rear window warm the 
glass. Press xhe button  to 
start  warming  your  window. 

After 10 minutes,  the  system  will go off but. if  you  need 
additional warning time, push  the button again. The 
system will then  operate for five,minutes before  going 
off by itself. 

I NOTICE: 

Scraping  the  inside of your  rear  window  could 
cut  and'damage  the  heater. Your warranty  would 
.not cover  this  damage.  Don't  put  decals  there,. 
you might have  to  scrape  them off.

Before you add any sound equipment to your 
vehicle -- like a tape player, @B radio, mobile 
telephone or two-way radio -- be sure you can add 
what you want. If you can, it's very important  to 
do it properly. Added sound equipment may 
interfere with the operation of your vehicle's 
engine,  Delco radio or other systems, and even 
damage them. Your  vehicle's systems may 
interfere with the operation of sound equipment 
that has been added improperly. 
So, before adding  sound  equipment, check with 
your  dealer and be sure  to check Federal  rules 
covering mobile radio  and telephone units. 



A tape  player  that  is.  not  cleaned  regularly can cause 
reduced  sound  quality, mined cassettes  or  a  damaged 
mechanism.

Defensive  Driving 
The best  advice  anyone  can  give  about  driving  is: Drive 
defensively. 
Please start with  a  very  important safety device  in  your 
Buick:  Buckle up. (See  “Safety  Belts” in the  Index.) 
Defensive  driving  really  means  “be  ready for anything.” 
On  city  streets, rural roads or freeways, it means 
“always  expect  the  unexpected.” 
Assume  that  pedestrians  or  other  drivers we going  to be 
careless  and  make  mistakes.  Anticipate  what  they  might 
do.  Be  ready for their  mistakes. 
Rear-end  collisions  are  about  the  most  preventable of 
,accidents. Yet they  are  common. Allow enough 
following  distance.  It’s the best  defensive  driving 
maneuver, in both  city  and  rural  driving. You never 
know when  the  vehicle in front of you is going  to  brake 
or turn suddenly. 
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Dramken Driving 
Death  and injury associated  with drinking and driving is 
a national  tragedy.  It’s  the  number  one  contributor to 
the highway  death  toll,  ‘claiming  thousands of victims 
every  year.

0 .Attentiveness. 
Police  records  show  that  almost  half of all  motor 
vehicle-related  deaths involve. alcohol. In most  cases, 
these  deaths  are  the  result of someone  who  was  drinking 
and driving. In recent  years,  some 1f3,OOO annual  motor 
vehicle-related  deaths  have  been  associated.  with the use’ 
of alcohol,  with  more  than 300,000 people  injured. 
Many  adults -- by  some  estimates,  nearly  half  the  adult 
population -- choose never to drink .alcohol, so they 
never  drive  after d m g .  For persons  under 21, it’s 
ag-ahst  thelaw in every U.S. state to .&ink alcohol. 
Thererare g0o.d medical,  psychological  and 
developmental  reasons  for  these  laws. 

The obvious  way  to  solve  this  highway  safety  problem - 

is for people  never  to  drink  alcohol  -and  then  drive.  But 
what if people  do? How  much is “too  much” if the 
driver  plans to drive?  It’s  a lot less  than mmy might 
think.  Although it depends  on  each  person  and  situation, 
here is some general  information  on the problem. 
The Blood Alcohol Concentration  (BAC) of someone -

The BAC will be over  0.10  percent  after  three  to 
six.drinks (in one  hour). Of course, as we've seen,  it 
depends on how  much  alcohol  is in the  drinks, and how 
quickly  the  person drinks them. 
But  the  ability to drive is affected well below a BAC of' 
0.10 percent.  Research  shows  that  the  driving SUS sf 
many  people  are  impaired  at  a BAC approaching 
0.05 percent,  and  that  the  effects  are  worse  at  night.  All 
drivers  are  impaired  at BAC levels above 0.05 percent. 
Statistics  show  that  the  chance of being  in a collision 
increases  sharply for drivers  who  have  a BAC of 
0.05 percent  or  above. A'driver with a BAC level of 
0.06 percent  has  doubled  his  or  her  chance of having a 
collision. At a BAC level of 0.10 percent,  the  chance of 
this  driver  having a collision is 12 tim.es  greater;  at  a 
level of 0.315 percent,  the  chance is 25 times  greater!

Driving on urves 
-It’s important to take curves  .at areasonable speed. 
A lot of the  “driver lost control”  accidents  mentioned on 
the  news  happen  on  curves.  Here’s  why: 
Experienced  driver or beginner,  each of us is ,subject to 
the same  laws of physics  when driving on curves. The 
traction of the tires  against  the  road  surface makes it 
possible for the  vehicle to change its,path when  you turn 
the front wheels. If there’s no traction,  inertia  will  keep 
the vehicle  going in the  same  direction. If you’ve  ever 
tried to steer a vehicle on wet ice, you’ll  understand  this. 

_. 
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Steering in EmerL I I- - ies 
There are times when  steering  can  be more effective 
than  braking.  For  example, you come  over a hill and 
find a. truck  stopped in your  lane, or a  car  suddenly pulls 
out from nowhere,  or  a  child  darts out from between 
parked  cars  and  stops  right  in front of you. You can - 

avoid  these  problems by braking -- if  you can stop in 
time.  But  sometimes you can't; theire isn't-raom. That's 
the time for evasive  action -- steering around the 
problem. 
Your Buick  can  perform  very  well  in  emergencies  like 
these. First apply your brakes. (See "Braking in 
Emergencies"  earlier  in this section.) It is better  to 
remove as much. speed  as you can  from a possible 
collision.  Then  steer  around  the  .problem,  to the left or 
right  depending  on  the  space  available. 



Off-Road Recovery 

An emergency  like this requires  close  attention  and  a 
quick  decision. If you are  holding  the  steering  wheel  at 
the recommended 9 and 3 o’clock positions,  you  can 
turn it a hll180 degrees  very  quickly  without  removing 
either hand. But you have  to  act fast, steer  quickly,  and 
just as  quickly  straighten the wheel  once  you  have 
avoided  the  object. 
The fact  that  such  emergency  situations  ,are  always 
possible is a good  reason  to  practice  defensive  driving at 
all  times  and  wear  safety  belts  properly. 

You may  find  sometime  that your right  wheels  have 
dropped off the  edge of a-road.onto the  shoulder while 
you’re  driving. 

If the  level of the  shoulder  is  only  slightly  below  the 
pavement,  recovery.  should  be  fairly  easy.  Ease off the 
accelerator and then, if there is nothing in the  way,  steer so 
that  your  vehicle  straddles  the  edge of the  pavement.  You 
can turn the steerhg wheel  up  to  one-quarter turn until the 
right  front  tire  contacts  the  pavement  edge.  Then turn your 
steering  wheel  to  go  straight  down  the  roadway. 
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Passing 
The driver of a vehicle’about to  pass  another on a 
two-lane  highway  waits for just the right  moment, 
accelerates,  moves  around  the  vehicle  ahead,  then  goes 
back into the  right lane again. A simple  maneuver? 
Not  necessarily!  Passing  another  vehicle on a  two-lane ’ 

highway  is  a  potentially  dangerous  move,  since the 
passing  vehicle  occupies  the  same  lane  as  oncoming 
traffic for several  seconds. A miscalculation,  an  error  in 
judgment,  or  a  brief  surrender  to fixstration or  anger  can 
‘suddenly put the passing  driver face to face with the- 
worst df all traffic accidents -- the head-on  collision. 
So here are some  tips for passing: 
e “Drive  ahead.” Look down  the  road,  to  ‘the  sides  and to 

crossroads for situations  that  might  affect  your  passing 
patterns. If you  have  any  doubt  whatsoever  about 
making a successful  pass,  wait  for a better  time. 

6 Watch for  traffic  signs,  pavement’markings  and  lines. 
If you can see a  sign  up  ahead  that  might  indicate  a 
turn or an intersection,  delay your pass. A broken 
center  line  usually  indicates  it’s a l l  right to pass 

, Do not  get too close  to  the  vehicle  you  want  to  pass 
while  you’re  awaiting  an  opportunity.  For m e  thing, 
following  too  closely  rkduces  your  area of vision, 
especially  if  you’re  following  a  larger  vehicle.  Also, 
you  won’t  have  adequate  space if the  vehicle ahead 
suddenly  slows  or  stops.  Keep  back  a  reasonable 
distance. 

e When it looks  like  a  chance  to  pass is coming  up, 
start  to  accelerate  but  stay in the right  lane  and  don’t 
get  too  close.  Time  your  move so you will be 
increasing  speed  as  the  time  comes to move into the 
other  lane.  If the way is clear  to pass, you will  have  a 
“running start” that  more  than  makes up for the 
distance  you  would  lose  by  dropping  back.  And  if 
something  happens to cause  you to cancel your pass,, 
you  need  only  slow  down  and  drop  back  again  and 
wait for another  opportunity. 

@ If other  cars  are  lined  up  to  pass  a  slow  vehicle,  wait 
your  turn.  But  take  care  ‘that  someone  isn’t  trying  to 
pass you as you  pull  out  to  pass  the  slow  vehicle. 
Remember  to  glance  over  your  shoulder  and  check 
the blind  spot. 

(provid-ing the road  ahead is clear).  Never cross a solid 
line on your side of the lane  or a double solid line, 
even if the  road  seems  empty of approaching  traffic. 
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0 Check  your  mirrors,  glance  over  your  shoulder,  and 
staxt  your left lane change  signal before moving out 
of the  right lane to  pass.  When  you  are far enough 
ahead of the-passed vehicle  to  see  its‘ front in  your 
inside  mirror,  activate your right  lane  change  signal 
and  move  back  into  the  right  lane.  (Remember  that 
your  right  outside  mirror is convex.  The  vehicle you 
just pas.sed  may  seem  to  be  farther  away  from  you 
than it  really  is.) 

@ Try not to  pass  more  than onevehicle at a time on 
two-lane  roads.  Reconsider  before  passing  the  next 
vehicle. 

0 Don’t  overt&e a slowly  moving  vehicle  too  rapidly. 
Even  though  the  brake  lamps  are  not  flashing, it hay 
be  slowjng  down  or  starting  to  turn. 
If you’re  being  passed,  make it easy  for  the 
following  driver  to  get  ahead of you.  Perhaps you 
can  ease  a  little to the .right. 

Loss of Control 
Let’s  review  what  driving  experts say about  what 
happens when the  three  controi  systems (brakes, steering 
and  acceleration)  don’t  have  enough  friction  where the 
tires  meet  the  road to do what  the  driver  ,has  asked. 
In any  emergency,  don’t  give  up.  Keep  trying to steer and 
constantly  seek  an  escape  route  or area.of  less danger. 

Skidding 
I n .  a skid, a driver  can  lose.  control  of  the  vehicle. 
Defensive  drivers  avoid  most  skids  by  taking  reasonable 
care  suited to existing  conditions, zind  by not-“overdriving” 
those  conditions.  But  skids are allways  possible. 
The  three  types of skids  correspond  to  your  Buick’s 
three  control  systems. In the  braking  skid,  your  wheels 
aren’t rolling. In the  steering or cornering  skid,  too 
much  speed  or  steering in -a  curve,  causes  tires to slip  and 
lose cornering  force. And in the  acceleration  skid,  too 
much  throttle  causes  the driving wheels to spin. 

A cornering skid is best  handled by easing  your  foot off 
the  accelerator  pedal. 
If YOU have  the  traction  control  system;remember: It 
helps  avoid only the  acceleration  skid. 
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If you do  not  have  traction  control,  or if the  system  is 
off, then an acceleration skid is also  best  handled by 
easing  your  foot off the accelerator  pedal. 
If your  vehicle starts to slide, ease  your foot off the 
acceierator  pedal and quickly  steer  the way  you  want the 
vehicle to.go. If you start steering  quickly  enough,  your 
vehicle  may  straighten  out.  Always  be  ready for a 
second skid if it occurs. 

Of course,  traction  is  reduced  when  water,  snow,  ice, 
gravel or other  material is on  the  road.  For  safety,  you’ll 
want to slow dowi and’adjust your  driving  to  these 
conditions.  It is important to slow down on slippay 
surfaces  because  stopping distmce will be  longer  and 
vehicle  control  more  limited. 
While  driving  on  a  surface  with  reduced  traction, try 
your  best  to.  avoid  sudden  steering,  acceleration  or 
braking;  (including  engine  braking  by  shifting  to  a  lower 
gear). Any-sudden changes  could  cause the tires to slide. 
You m y  not  realize the surface  is slippqy until  your 
vehicle  is  skidding. Learn to  recognize  warning 
clues -- such as enough  water, ice or  packed  snow on 
the  road to make a ‘‘mirrored surface” -- and  slow 
down  when  you  have  any  doubt. 
Remember: Any~anti-lock brake  system (ABS) helps 
avoid only the braking  skid. 

Driving at Night 

Night  driving  is  more  dangerous than day driving. One 
reason is that some drivers are likely  to  be  impaired -- by 
alcohol or drugs, with night  vision  problems, or by  fatigue.

Drive  defensively. 

Don’t  drink  and  drive. 
Adjust  your  inside  rearview mirror to  reduce  the 
glare  from  headlamps  behind  you. 
Since you  can’t see as  well, you -may need  to  slow 
down  and keep more  space  between you and  other 
vehicles; 
Slow down, especially on higher  speed  roads. Your 
headlamps  can  light  up  only so much  road  ahead. 
In remote  areas,  watch for animals. 
If you’re tired, pull  off the road in a safe  place  and 
rest. 

Night Vision 
No one can see as well at  night as  in the daytime. But as 
we get older  these  differences  increase. A 50-year-old 
driver  may require at  le’ast  twice  as  much light to see the 
same-  thing at night as a 20-yea-old. 
What you do in the daytime  can  also  affect  your  night 
vision. For example, if you  spend  the  day in bright 
sunshineyou are  wise to wear  sunglasses. Your eyes will 
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Wet brakes  can  cause  accidents.  They  won’t  work 
well  in  a  quick  stop  and  may  cause  pulling  to  one 
side. You could  lose  control of the  vehicle. 
After  driving  through a large  puddle sf water or 
a carwash, apply  your  brake  pedal  lightly  until , 
your  brakes  work  normally. 

Driving  too- fast through large water  puddles  or even 
going through some car washes can cause problems, too. 
The water  may  affect  your  brakes. Try to avoid puddles. 
But if you can’t, try to  slow  down  before you hit  them. 
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,City Driving One of the  biggest  problems  with  city  streets  is  the 
amount of traffic on them.  You’ll  want  to  watch  out  for 
what  the  other  drivers  are  doing and pay  attention  to 
traffic  signals. 
Here ase ways  to  increase  your  safety  in  city  driving:

Know the best  way to get  to  where you are  going.  Get 
a city  map  and  plan your trip into an unknown part of’ 
the  city  just as you would for a cross-country trip. 
Try to use  the. Ereeways that rim and crisscross most 
large  cities.  You’ll  save.  time  and  energy.  (See  the 
‘next part, “Freeway  Driving.”) 
Treat a green  light  as a warning  signal. A tr&c  light is 
there  because  the  corner is busy  enough  to  need  it. 
When a light turns green, and just  before  you start to 
move,  check both ways for vehicles  that  have  not 
cleared  the  interskction  or  may be running the red  light.

Mile for mile, freeways (also called  thruways,  parkways, 
expressways,  nturnpikes  or  superhighways)  are  the  safest 
of all roads. But they  have  their own special  rules.

The most  important  advice on  freeway  driving is: Keep 
up  with  traffic  and  keep to the right.  Drive  at  the  same _- 
speed  most of the  other  drivers  are  driving.  Too-fast  or 
too-slow  driving  breaks  a  smooth  traffic  flow.  Treat  the 
left lane on a  freeway  as  a  passing  lane. 
At the  entrance,  there  is  usually  a  ramp  that  leads  to  the 
freeway. If you  have  a  clear  view of the  freeway as you 
drive  along  the  entrance  ramp,  you  should  begin  to 
check  traffic.  Try  to  determine  where  you  expect  to 
blend  with  the  flow. Try to  merge into the  gap  at  close  to 
the  prevailing  speed.  Switch on your  turn  signal,  check 
your  mirrors  and  glance  over  your  shoulder  as  often  as 
necessary.  Try to blend  smoothly  with  the  traffic  flow. 
Once  you  are  on  the  freeway,  adjust  your  speed  to  the 
posted  limit  or  to  the  prevailing rate if it’s  slower.  Stay 
in  the  right  lane  unless you  want  to  pass. 
Before  changing  lanes,  check  your  mirrors.  Then  use 
your’turn signal. 
Just  before  you  leave  the  lane,  glance  quickly  over  your 
shoulder  to  make  sure  there isn’t another  vehicle in your 
“blind”  spot. 
Once  you  are  moving  on  the  freeway,  make  certain  you . 

allow  a  reasonable  following  distance.  Expect to move 
slightly  slower  at  night.

Scan the  road  ahead  and  to 
the sides.  Check yourrearview mirrors and  your 
instruments  frequently. 

Hill and Mountain Roads 

Driving on steep  hills  or  mountains is different  from 
driving  in  flat or rolling  terrain. 

0 If you get sleepy, pull off the  road  into a rest,  service 
or  parking  area  and  take  a  nap,  get  some  exercise,  or 
both.  For  safety;  treat  drowsiness  on  the  highway ‘as 
an  emergency.

If you drive  ,regularly in steep country, or if‘ you’re 
planning to visit  there, here are  some  tips  that  can  make 
yourtrips safer  and  more  enjoyable. 

Keep you vehicle in good  shape.  Check  all  fluid  levels. 
and also the  brakes,  tires, cooling system and trmsaxle. 
These parts can work hard  on mountain roads. 

Know  how.  to go down hills.  The  most  important 
thing  to know is this:  let  your  engine  do  some of the 
slowing  down.  Shift  to a lower  gear  when you go 
down a steep  or long hill. 

If you don’t shift down, your brakes could  get so 
hot that they wouldn’t work well. You would then 
have poor braking or even  none  going  down a hill.

There  could 
be something  in  your  lane,  like a stalled  cm or an 
accident. 
You may  see  highway  signs on mountains that  wasn of 
special  problems.  Examples are long  grades,  passing or 
no-passing  zones,, a falling rocks  area  or  winding 
roads.

Winter Driving 

Here are some tips €or  winter  driving: 
Have  your  Buick in good  shape for winter.

Whatever  the  condition -- smooth ice, packed, blowing 
or loose  snow -- drive  with  caution. 
If you  have  traction  control,  keep  the  system on. It will 
improve  your  ability  to  accelerate  when dnving on a 
slippery  road.  Even  though  your  vehicle has a traction 
control  system,  you’ll  want to slow  down  and  adjust 
your  driving to the  road  conditions.  See  “Traction 
Control  System” in the  Index. 
If you  don’t  have  the  traction  control  system,  accelerate 
gently.  Try  not to break  the  fragile  traction. If you 
accelerate too fast, the  drive  wheels  will  spin and polish 
the  surface  under  the  tires  even  more. 
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Run  your  engine  only  as  long as you  must.  This  saves 
fuel.  When you run  the  engine, make it go a little  faster 
than just idle.  That is, push  the  accelerator  slightly. This 
uses  less he1 for  the  heat  that you get  and it keeps  the 
battery  charged. You will need a well-charged  battery  to 
restart the vehicle,  and  possibly for signaling  later  on 
with  your  headlamps. Let the  heater  run  for  awhile. 
Then,  shut  the  engine off and  close  the  window  almost 
all the way to  preserve  the  heat.  Start  the  engine  again 
and  repeat  this  only when you feel  really  uncomfortable 
from  the  cold.  But  do  it  as  little as possible.  Preserve  the 
fuel  as  long  as  you  can. To help  keep warm, you  can  :get 
out of the  vehicle and do. some  fairly  vigorous  exercises 
every  half  hour or so until  help  comes.

Driving On Grades-

If there  seems  to ,be no leak, with  the  engine on, check to 
see if the  electric engine fans are running.

How to Add Coolant to the  Coolant 
Recovery Tank 
If you  haven’t found a problem  yet,  but  the  coolant level 
isn’t at FULL COLD,  add a 50/50 mixture of.clean 
water (preferably  distilled) and DEX-COOL TM 

(orange-colored,  silicate-fkee)  antifxeeze  at the coolant 
recovery  tank.  (See  “Engine  Coolant” in the Index for 
more infomation.)

Adding only plain  water  to  your cooling system 
can be dangerous.  Plain water, or some other 
liquid  like alcohol, can boil before  the  proper 
coolant mix wili.  Your  vehicle’s coolant  warning 
system is set  for the  proper coolant mix. With 
plain  water or  the wrong mix, your  engine could 
get too hot but you wouldn’t get the-  overheat 
warning. Your engine could catch  fire  and you or 
others could be burned. Use a 50/50 mix of clean 
water  and DEX-COOL TM antifreeze. 

I NOTICE: 

In cold weather,  water  ,can  freeze and  crack  the 
engine, radiator,  heater  core  and  other  parts. 
Use the  recommended  coolant and  the  proper 
coolant mix. 





Steam  and scalding  liquids  from a hot cooling 
system  can blow out and  burn you  badly. They 
are  under  pressure,  and if p u  turn  the  radiator 
pressure  cap -- even a little -- they  can come out 
at high speed. Never turn  the  cap when the 
.cooIing system, including  the  radiator  pressure 
cap, is hot. Wait for  the  cooling system and 
radiator  pressure  cap  to cool if you ever  have  to 
turn the  pressure cap. .

It’s  unusual for a tire  to “blow out”  while you’re driving, 
especially if you  maintain  your  tires  properly. I€ air goes. 
out of a tire,  it’s  much  more  likely  to  leak out slowly. 
But if you  should  ever  have  a.  “blowout,”  here are a.few 
tips  about  what to expect  and  what  to  do: 
If a front .tire  fails.,  the flat tire will create a drag  that 
pulls the vehicle  toward  that  side,.  Take ycm foot off the 
accelerator  pedal and g i p  the steering  wheel:fkql$. 
Steer  to  maintain  lane position, and then gently  brake to 
a  stop  well out of the traffic.lane.

Raising  your vehicle with the  jack  improperly 
positioned will damage  the vehicle qr may allbw 
the vehicle to  fall off the  jack. Be sure  to fit the 
jack lift head  into  the  proper  location before 
raising  your vehicle.

Rust or' dirt on the wheel, or on the  parts to 
which it is. fastened, can  make  the wheel nuts 
b.ecome  loose after a time. The wheel could come 
off and cause an accident.,When you change a 
wheel,  rerriove any rust or dirt  from  the places 
where the wheel attaches  to  the vehicle. In  an 
emergency, you can use a cloth or a paper towel 
to  do  this; but be sure to use a scraper or wire 
brush later, if you need to, to get all the  rust or 
dirt off.

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If You’re Stuck: In Sand, Mud,

What you  don’t  want  to  do  when  your  vehicle is stuck is 
to  spin  your  wheels too fast. The method  known  as 
“rocking”  can  help  you  get  out  when  you’re stuck, but 
you must-use caution. 

If you let  your  tires  spin at high speed, they  can 
explode, and you or others could be.  injured. And, 
the  transaxle  or  other  parts of the vehicle can 
‘overheat. That could cause an engine 
compartment  fire or  other damage.  When you’re 
3tuck;spin the wheels as little as possible.  Don’t 
spin.  the wheels above 35 mph (55 k d h )  as shown 
on the speedometer. 

Spinning  your wheels can  destroy parts of your 
vehicle as well as the tires. If you spin the wheels 
too fast while shifting  your  transaxle  back and 
forth, you can destroy  your  transaxle. 

For  information  about using tire  chains  on  your  vehicle, 
see “Tire  Chains” in the Index. 
Rocking your vehicle to get it out: 
First, turn your steering  wheel  left  and  right. That will 
clear the area  around your-front wheels. If your  vehicle 
has  traction  control,  you  should  turn the system off. (See 
“Traction  Control  System” in the  Index.)  Then  shift 
back  and forth between REVERSE (R) and  a  forward 
gear,  spinning the wheels  as little as, possible.  Release 
the accelerator pedal while you shift, and  press  lightly 
on the  accelerator  pedal  when the transaxle  is in gem. If 
that  doesn’t get you  out  after  a  few  tries,  you  may  need 
to be towed  out. If you do need  to  be  towed  out,  see

Fuel If you  have the 3.8L supercharged  Code 1 en.@ne, in an 
emergency, you may be able to use a lower  octane' -- -as 
low as 87 -- if heavy knocking does  not occur. If you 
are  using 91 or  higher octane unleaded gasoline  and  you 
still hear  heavy  knocking,  your  engine  needs  service. 
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Gasoline vapor is  highly  flammable.  It  burns 
violently,  and  that  can  cause  very  bad  injuries. 
Don’t  smoke  if  you’re  near  gasoline or refueling 
your vehicle.  Keep  sparks,  flames,  and  smoking 

The cap is behind a hinged door on the  left  side of 
. your vehicle. 
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When you-put-the cap back ctn, turn it to the right 
until you hear at least three clicks.  Make sure you fully 
install  the  cap. 

I NOTICE: 
If you need a new cap,  be  sure to. get the  right 
type.  Your dealer  can .get one for you. If you get 
the wrong type, it may not  fit or. have proper 
venting, and your fuel tank and emissions system 
might be damaged. 

An electric  fan under  the hood can  start up and 
injure you  even  when the  engine is not running. 
Keep hands,  clothing and tools away from.any 
underhood  electric fan. 

Things  that burn can get un hot  engine-parts anc 
start a fire:These includeliquids like gasoline, 
oil, coolant, brake fluid, windshield washer  and 
other  fluids,  and'plastic or rubber. You or others 
could be  burned. Be careful not to drop or spill 
things  that-will  burn  onto a hot engine.

This is particularly  Important  when  outside 
temperatures are below  freezing. 
Most trips include  extensive  idling  (such  as  frequent 
driving in stop-and-go  traffic).

If none of them is true,  change  the oil and filter  every 
7,500 miles (12 500 lun) or 12 months - whichever 
occurs  first.  Driving a vehicle  with a fully  warmed 
engine  under  highway  conditions  causes  engine oil to 
break  down  slower. 



What to Da with Used Oil 
Did  you know that  used  engine oil contains  certain 
elements  that  may  be  unhealthy  for  your skin and could 
even  cause  cancer?  Don’t  let  used oil stay on your skin 
for very  long.  Clean  your skin and  nails  with  soap  and 
water,  or ‘a good  hand  cleaner.  Wash or properly  throw 
away  clothing or rags  containing  used  engine  oil.  (See 
the  manufacturer,’s warnings about  the  use  and  disposal 
of oil products.) 
Used  oil  can be a real threat  to  the  environment. If you 
change your own  oil,  be  sure  to  drain all fkee-flowing  oil 
from  the  filter  before  disposal.  Don’t  ever  dispose of oil 
by  putting it in the bash, palxfing it on the  ground;  into 
sewers, or into str&ms or bodies of  water.  Instead, 
recycle it by  taking it to  a  place  that  collects  used  oil. If 
you  have  a  problem  properly  disposing  of  your  used  oil, 
ask. your dealer,  a  service  station or a- local  recycling 
center for help.’
