Front Seats

The seat-bottom tilt. seat height, seat
slide, and seat recline can be electrically
adjusted. Move them to the desired
positions by using the switch on the
seat’s lower side.

A CAUTION

¢ The seat-bottom power adjust i1s
operated by a motor. Avoid
extended operation because
excessive use can damage the
motor.

¢ To prevent the battery from
running down. avoid using the
power adjust when the engine 13
stopped. The adjuster uses a great
amount of electric power.

¢ Don’t use the switch to make more
than one adjustment at a time.

W Seat Slide

To slide the seat, move the slide lifter
switch on the outside of the seat to the
front or back and hold it. Release the
switch when the seat 1s where you want
tt.

B Seat-Bottom Front Height
Adjustment*

To adjust the front height of the
seat-bottom, raise or lower the front of
the slide lifter switch on the left side of
the seat.







Essential Safety Equipment

/\ WARNING

Reclining:

Sitting in a reclined position while
the vehicle is moving is dangerous
because you don’t get the full
protection from seat belts. During
sudden braking or a collision, you
can slide under the lap belt and
suffer serious internal injuries. For
maximum protection, sit well back
and upright.

B Lumber Support Adjustment
(Driver’s Seat)

The lumber support switch 1s located at

the front of the center console. To

increase seat firmness, press and hold the

upper part of the switch to the desired
position, then release the switch.

Press the lower part of the switch to
increase softness.

Driving with the head restraints
adjusted too low or removed is
dangerous. With no support behind
your head, your neck could be
seriously injured in a collision.

Stacking Cargo:

Stacking luggage or other cargo
higher than the seatbacks or putting
things on the rear package tray is
dangerous. During sudden braking
or a collision, objects can become
projectiles that may hit and injure
passengers. Don’t stack things
higher than the seatbacks or put
things on the rear package tray.

Automatic locking mode

Always use the automatic locking mode
to keep the child-restraint system from
shifting to an unsafe position in the event
of an accident. To get the seat belt into
the automatic locking mode, pull 1t all the
way out and connect 1t as mstructed on
the child-restraimnt system. It will retract
down to the child-restraint system and
stay locked on it. See the section on child
restraint (page 2-16).

Not wearing a seat belt is extremely
dangerous. During a collision,
occupants not wearing seat belts
could hit someone or things inside
the vehicle or even be thrown out of
the vehicle. They could be seriously
injured or even killed. In the same
collision, occupants wearing seat
belts would be much safer. Always
wear your seat belt and make sure
all occupants are properly
restrained.

eat Belt Damaged During an
Accident:

Using a damaged seat belt is
dangerous. An accident could
damage the belt webbing in use. A
damaged seat belt cannot provide
adequate protection in a collision.
Have an Authorized Mazda Dealer
inspect all seat belt systems in use
during an accident before they are
used again.

V¥ Small children

You are required by law to use a
child-restraint system for children in the
U.S. and Canada. Small children,
generally those who are four years old or
younger and who weigh under 18 kg (40
1b), nding 1n your vehicle must be
protected by child-restraint systems made
especially for children. Check your local
and state or provincial laws for specific
requirements regarding the safety of
children riding 1n your vehicle.

V¥ Older children

A child who has outgrown child-restraint
systems should sit 1n the rear and use seat
belts, both lap and shoulder. If the
shoulder belt crosses the neck or face,
move the child closer to the center.

@ Child-Restraint Systems

Whatever child-restraint system you
consider, please pick the appropriate one
for the age and size of the child, obey
state law and follow the 1nstructions that
come with the individual child-restraint
system.

A rear-facing child-restraint system
should never be used 1n the front seat
because 1t would be too close to the air
bag. The front passenger’s seat 1s also the
least preferred seat for other
child-restraint systems.
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Essential Safety Equipment

3. Inspect this function before each use
of the child-restraint system. You
should not be able to pull the shoulder
belt out of the retractor while the
system 1s 1n the automatic locking
mode. When you remove the
child-restramt system, be sure the belt
fully retracts to return the system to
emergency locking mode before
occupants use the seat belts.

2. To get the retractor into the automatic
locking mode, pull the shoulder belt
portion of the seat belt until the entire
length of the belt 1s out of the
retractor. Push the child-restraint
system firmly into the vehicle seat. Be
sure the belt retracts as snugly as
possible. Clicking from the retractor
will be heard during retraction if the
system 1s in the automatic locking
mode. If the belt does not lock the seat
down tight, repeat this step.

Air Bags without Seat Belts:

Depending only on the air bags for
protection during an accident is
dangerous. Alone, air bags may not
prevent serious injuries. The
appropriate air bags can be expected
to inflate only during a frontal, side
or near-frontal collision of at least
moderate force. Vehicle occupants
should always wear seat belts.

Small children, those under 18 kg (40 Ib).
should be protected by a child-restraint
system (page 2-16).
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Child in the Front Seat:

Placing a child, 12 years or under, in
the front seat is dangerous. The child
could be hit by a deploying air bag
and be seriously injured or even
killed. A sleeping child is more likely
to lean against the door and be hit by
the side air bag in a moderate,
right-side collision. Whenever
possible, always secure a child 12
years and under on the rear seat with
an appropriate child-restraint system
Sor the child’s age and size.

Never use a rear-facing
child-restraint system on the front
seat with an air bag that could
deploy.

Child-Restraint System Positioning:
Rear-facing child-restraint systems
on the front seat are particularly
dangerous. The child-restraint
system can be hit by a deploying air
bag and moved violently backward
resulting in serious injury or death to
the child. Never use a rear-facing
child-restraint system in the front
seat with an air bag that could
deploy.

Seating Position with Front Air

Bags:

Sitting too close to the air bag
storage compartments or placing
hands or feet on them is extremely
dangerous. Front air bags inflate
with great force and speed.

Serious injuries could occur if
sonteone is too close. The driver
should always hold onto only the rim
of the steering wheel. The front seat
passenger should keep both feet on
the floor. Front seat occupants
should adjust their seats as far back
as possible and always sit upright
against the seatbacks with seat belts
worn properly.

Seating Position with Side Air Bags:
Sitting too close to the side air bag
storage compartments or placing
hands on them is extremely
dangerous. A side air bag inflates
with great force and speed directly
out of the outboard shoulder of the
Jront seat and expands along the
Jfront door on the side the car is hit.
Serious injury could occur if
someone is sitting too close to the
door or leaning against a window in
the front seats or if rear seat
occupants grab the sides of the front
seatbacks. Furthermore, sleeping up
against the door or hanging out the
driver’s-side window while driving
could block the side air bag and
eliminate the advantages of
supplemental protection. Give the
side airbags room to work by sitting
in the center of the seat while the
vehicle is moving with seat belts
worn properly.

B Front Air Bag Activation

A greater than moderate impact will cause the front air bags
to inflate 1n the following cases:

@ Hitting a solid wall straight on at greater than about 22
kmvh (14 mph).

@ Frontal impact within about a 30 degree range from head
on to the vehicle.

@ Hitting a curb, pavement edge or hard object.
@ Dniving 1nto a big hole or hitting the far side of a hole.

® Landing hard or the vehicle falling.

B Non-Activation of Front Air Bags

Front air bags will not normally inflate 1n the following cases:
@ Collision from the rear.

@ Vehicle roll-over, may deploy the side air bag(s) but not the
front air bags.

® Impact to the side, but 1t may deploy a side air bag.

B Limitations to Side Air Bag Activation

Depending on the severity of impact, a side air bag may not
inflate 1n the following cases:

@ Frontal offset impact may not provide enough side impact
to deploy a side air bag.

@ Side impacts involving trees or poles can cause severe
cosmetic damage but may not have enough 1mpact force to
activate a air bag.

@ Vehicle roll-over may not provide enough side force to
deploy the side air bags.

@ Side impacts with two-wheeled vehicles may not provide
enough force to deploy a side air bag.

The following components of the
supplemental restraint systems are
monitored by a diagnostic system:

SAS unit

Air bag modules

Side air bag crash sensors

A diagnostic module continuously
monutors the system’s readiness. This
begins when the 1gmtion switch 1s turned
to the ON position and continues while
the vehicle 1s being driven.

If the supplemental restraint system 1S
OK, the SRS warning light comes on
when the 1gnition switch 1s turned to the
ON position or after the engine 15 cranked.
After about 6 seconds 1t goes out.

A system malfunction 1s indicated when
the SRS warning light constantly fiashes,
stays on or doesn’t come on at all. If any
of these occur, consult an Authorized
Mazda Dealer as soon as possible. The
system may not work 1n an accident.

Self-servicing or tampering with the
supplemental restraint systems is
dangerous. An air bag could
accidentally activate or become
disabled. This could cause serious
injuries. Never tamper with the
supplemental restraint systems and
always have an Authorized Mazda
Dealer perform all servicing and
repairs.

If you must leave your vehicle with
another person, such as a parking
attendant, protect items by locking the
glove box and trunk lid with the primary
key. Keep that key and give the other
person only the secondary key.

A code number 1s stamped on the plate
attached to the key set; detach this plate
and store 1t 1n a safe place (not in the
vehicle) for use if you need to make a
replacement key.

Also write down the code number and
keep 1t 1n another safe and handy place,
but not in the vehicle.

If your key 1s lost, consult your
Authorized Mazda Dealer with the code
number ready.

Unattended Children and Pets:
Leaving a child or an animal
unattended in a parked vehicle is
dangerous. In hot weather,
temperatures inside a vehicle can
become high enough to cause brain
damage or even death. Always take
all children and animals with you or
leave a responsible person with them.

Always remove the key from the
1gnitron switch, close all windows,
and lock all doors when leaving your
vehicle unattended. This discourages
mntruders and thieves.

Keyless Entry System*

This system locks and unlocks the doors
and opens the trunk. It can also help you
signal for attention 1n an emergency.
Press the button slowly and accurately.

/A CAUTION

To avoid damage to the transmutter,
do not drop 1t, get 1t wet, or expose it
to heat or sunlight.

NOTE

o If the transmitter does not operate

when pressing a button or the
operation range becomes too small,
the battery may be dead. To install
a new battery, refer to Maintenance
(page 3-10).

Additional transmitters can be
obtained at an Authorized Mazda
Dealer. Up to 3 additional
transmutters can be used with the
keyless entry system per vehicle.
Bring all transmutters to an
Authorized Mazda Dealer when the
electronic codes need to be reset.

o The keyless entry system 1s
designed to operate up to about
2.5 m (8 ft) from the center of the
vehicle, but this may vary because
of local conditions.

Your Mazda will perform best with
premtum unleaded fuel having an octane
rating (antiknock index) of at least 91.

You may use a regular unleaded gasoline
with a rating from 87 to 90; this will
slightly reduce performance.

Also, fuel with a rating lower than 87
octane could cause the emission control
system to lose effectiveness. It could also
cause engine knocking and serious
engine damage.

U.S. federal law requires that octane

ratings be posted on gasoline station
pumps.

The driver will feel a slight vibration 1n
the brake pedal and may hear a chattering
noise from the brake system. This 1s
normal when the ABS operates. Don’t
pump the brakes, continue to press down
on the brake pedal.

o [f the ABS warning light stays on
while you're driving, the ABS
control unit has detected a system
malfunction. If this occurs, your
brakes will function normally as if
the vehicle had no ABS. Should
this happen, consult an Authorized
Mazda Dealer as soon as possible.

+ Braking distances may be longer
on loose surfaces (snow or gravel,
for example) which usually have a
hard foundation. A vehicle with a
normal braking system may require
less distance to stop under these
conditions because the tires will
build up a wedge of surface layer
when the wheels skid.

ABS:

The ABS cannot compensate for
unsafe and reckless driving,
excessive speed, tailgating (following
another vehicle too closely), and
hydroplaning (reduced tire friction
and road contact because of water on
the road surface). You can still have
an accident. So don’t rely on ABS as
a substitute for safe driving.

NOTE

When the engine 1s jump-started, an
unevenness of rpm occurs and the
ABS warning light comes on. This 1s
due to a lack of battery capacity and
doesn’t indicate a malfunction.

If excessive
damage or other conditions prevent this,
use wheel dollies.

How to Minimize
Environmental Paint Damage

The paintwork on your Mazda represents
the latest technical developments in
composition and methods of application.

Environmental hazards, however, can
harm the paint’s protective properties, 1f
proper care is not taken.

Here are some examples of possible
damage, with tips on how to prevent
them.

B Etching Caused by Acid Rain or
Industrial Fallout

V¥ Occurrence

Industrial pollutants and vehicle
enussions drift into the air and mix with
rain or dew to form acids. These acids
can settle on a vehicle’s fimsh. As the
water evaporates, the acid becomes
concentrated and can damage the finish.
And the longer the acid remains on the
surface, the greater the chance 1s for
damage.

¥ Prevention

It 1s necessary to wash and wax your
vehicle to preserve 1ts fimsh according to
the instructions in this section. These
steps should be taken immediately after
you suspect that acid rain has settled on
your vehicle’s fimsh.

B Damage Caused by Bird Dropping,
Insects, or Tree Sap

V¥ Occurrence

Bird droppings contain acids. If these
aren’t removed they can eat away the
clear and color base coat of the vehicle’s
paintwork.

When nsects stick to the paint surface
and decompose, corrosive compounds
form. These can erode the clear and color
base coat of the vehicle’s paintwork 1f
they are not removed.

Tree sap will harden and adhere
permanently to the pant finish. If you
scratch the sap off while 1t 1s hard, some
vehicle paint could come off with 1t.

B Engine Oil

V¥ Recommended oil

Oil contasner labels provide important

information.

The quality designation “SG”, "SH”,
*SJ”, or "ILSAC” must be on the label.

Engine oil viscosity, or thickness, has an
effect on fuel economy and cold-weather

operation (starting and oil flow).

Low-viscosity engine oils can provide

improved fuel economy and cold-weather

performance.

But high-temperature weather conditions
require higher-viscosity engine oils for

satisfactory lubrication.

When choosing an oil, consider the
temperature range your vehicle will

operate in before the next oil change.
Then select the recommended viscosity

from this chart.

Using oils of viscosity besides those
recommended for specific
temperature ranges could result 1n
engine damage.

Energy conserving oils are
recommended. A chief contribution they
make to fuel economy 1s reducing the
amount of fuel necessary to overcome
engine friction.

Don’t drive without an arr filter. This
could result 1n excessive engine wear.

Contamination of either the windshield or
the blades with foreign matter can reduce
wiper effectiveness. Common sources are
insects, tree sap, and hot wax treatments
used by some commercial car washes.

If the blades are not wiping properly,
clean the window and blades with a good
cleaner or mild detergent; then rinse
thoroughly with clean water. Repeat if
necessary.

Worn Tires:

Driving with worn tires is dangerous.
Reduced braking, steering, and
traction could result in an accident.
Always use tires that are in good
condition.

V¥ Temporary spare tire

Inspect the temporary spare tire at least
monthly to make sure 1t’s properly
inflated and stored.

The temporary spare tire 1s easier to
handle because of 1ts construction. It 1s
lighter and smaller than a conventional
tire and should be used only for an
emergency and only for a short distance.

Use the temporary only until the
conventional tire 1s repaired, which
should be as soon as possible.

Maintain its pressure at 420 kPa (60 psi).

+ Don’t use your temporary spare

tire rim with a snow tire or a
conventional tire. Neither will
properly fit and could damage both
tire and rim.

¢ The temporary spare tire has a

tread life of up to 4,800 km (3,000
miles), depending on road
conditions and driving habits.

When the tread wear solid-band
indicator appears, replace the tire
with the same type of temporary
spare.

Handling Halogen Bulbs:

When a halogen bulb breaks, it is
dangerous. These bulbs contain
pressurized gas. If one is broken, it
will explode and serious injuries
could be caused by the flying glass.
If the glass portion is touched with
bare hands, body oil could cause the
bulb to overheat and explode when
lit. Never touch the glass portion of
the bulb with your bare hands and
always wear eye protection when
handling or working around halogen
bulbs.

Children and Halogen Bulbs:
Playing with a halogen bulb is
dangerous. Serious injuries could be
caused by dropping a halogen bulb
or breaking it some other way.
Always keep halogen bulbs out of the
reach of children.
