What are QR Codes? 

A QR Code is a square, 2-dimensional barcode that can be 
read by mobile devices loaded with an appropriate barcode  
or QR Code Reader App. The app reads the barcode image 
and then launches/uploads the specific information the  
code contains, such as URLs, text, photos, videos and so 
much more.

How to Use QR Codes

If you have a mobile device with a QR Code Reader App, you 
can snap the code with your phone and you’ll be provided a 
video with additional information pertaining to the topic.

INSTRUMENT CLUSTER
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The TPMS indicator  functions as both Low Tire Pressure Light and TPMS 
Malfunction Indicator. The indicator  will illuminate if one or more tires is significantly 
underinflated, the vehicle has a spare tire installed without TPMS or the outside 
temperature becomes significantly colder. 

The Low Tire Pressure Position Indicator A  is displayed on the LCD screen in the 
Instrument Cluster when the tire(s) are underinflated. Inflate tire(s), using an accurate 
digital tire pressure gauge, to specifications to turn off Low Tire Pressure Position 
Indicator A  - See front driver’s door jamb for PSI specification. 

When there is a problem with the TPMS, the TPMS Malfunction Indicator  will blink for approximately one minute then 
illuminate - see dealer for service.

Active ECO System*

The Active ECO system helps improve fuel economy by 
controlling several vehicle components. When activated, 
it optimizes drivetrain operations such as engine power 
and transmission to help improve fuel economy. 

To turn ON, press the ECO button C . The button light 
will turn on, and the green ECO indicator light D  in the 
instrument cluster will illuminate (indicating that you are 
getting optimal fuel efficiency).

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Blind Spot Detection / Lane Change Assist

1st-stage alert: When another vehicle is detected within the BSD System 
boundary B , a yellow indicator will illuminate on the outside rearview mirrors. 

2nd-stage alert: When 1st-stage alert is on and the driver activates a turn signal, 
a flashing yellow indicator will illuminate on the outside rearview mirrors and the 
system will sound an alert.

RCTA (Rear Cross Traffic Alert)

If the RCTA system sensors detect approaching vehicles from the left or right  
side C , the system will sound an audible alert, the warning indicators on the 
outside rearview mirror will illuminate and a message will appear on the LCD 
screen, with these conditions: 

•• When the vehicle is in Reverse 

•• When the vehicle moves in reverse from a parking position 

•• When the vehicle is moving less than 6 mph

Blind Spot Detection (BSD) System* 

The BSD system uses radar sensors to help alert the driver before changing 
lanes. The light on the BSD button A  will illuminate when turned ON. The outside 
rearview mirror warning lights will also illuminate for 3 seconds.

The system will become active when the vehicle is traveling more than 18 mph 
and will alert the driver if another vehicle is detected by the radar sensor. 

REMINDERS: 

•• The BSD system will not show a warning if the vehicle speed is only 6 mph above the surrounding vehicles

•• If the BSD is turned ON and the ignition is cycled, the BSD system returns to ON

•• The RCTA feature can be turned OFF/ON in User Settings

Releasing the Parking Brake

The EPB will automatically release when the 
shifter is placed in Reverse or Drive.

To release EPB manually, depress the brake pedal, then press the EPB 
switch A , with the ignition switch in the ON position. Ensure that the 
indicator light  is OFF.

AUTO HOLD*

AUTO HOLD temporarily maintains the 
vehicle at a standstill even if the brake pedal 
is released. AUTO HOLD can be turned ON/
OFF using the AUTO HOLD switch B  on 
the driver’s panel. Before AUTO HOLD will 
operate, the driver’s door, engine hood and 
trunk must be closed, and the driver’s seat 
belt must be fastened. 

The AUTO HOLD indicator has four states:

White: Standby - With vehicle at a standstill, 
and AUTO HOLD switch B  turned ON, the 
indicator will illuminate white. While driving 
the vehicle (vehicle is not at a standstill), the 
AUTO HOLD indicator will remain white.

Yellow: Malfunction - When the indicator 
is illuminated yellow, there may be a system 
malfunction. Take your vehicle to a local Kia dealer.

Green: Engaged - When coming to a complete stop by depressing the brake 
pedal, the AUTO HOLD indicator changes from white to green. 

OFF (not illuminated) - The indicator will turn OFF when the AUTO HOLD 
switch B  is manually turned OFF or when the EPB is manually turned ON.

Electronic Stability Control (ESC) 
The ESC system is designed to help stabilize the vehicle during cornering 
maneuvers. It is a good idea to keep the ESC turned ON for daily driving 
whenever possible.

Press ESC OFF button B  to disable Traction Control in ESC (ESC OFF indicator 
will illuminate). 

To turn both Traction Control and Stability Control off, press and hold ESC OFF 
button B  (ESC OFF indicator will illuminate, and an alert sounds).

REMINDERS: 

•• ESC is active by default at vehicle start-up

•• �The ESC Indicator Light  in the instrument cluster will illuminate whenever the ESC is in operation

Instrument Panel Dimmer

Toggle switch A  up or down to adjust display brightness of the instrument  
panel illumination.

REMINDER: The Instrument Panel Dimmer does not adjust brightness on the Navigation System 
screen, use Navigation setup to adjust brightness on the Navigation System.

HAC helps prevent the vehicle from rolling backward when accelerating 
from a stop while on a steep incline. 

The HAC automatically activates whether the ESC is OFF or ON but does 
NOT activate when the ESC has malfunctioned.

•• The HAC does not operate when the gear shift is in the P (Park) or the N (Neutral) position.

•• In the event of HAC system malfunction, see Authorized Kia Dealer for service.
