* Even with TPMS, tire pressure should be
checked manually at least once a month.
Only adjust tire pressure on “cold tires”
For proper maintenance and optimal fuel
economy, maintain recommended tire
inflation pressures and stay within the load
limits and weight distribution recommended
for your vehicle

In winter or cold weather, the TPMS light
may illuminate if the tire pressure was
adjusted to the recommended tire inflation
pressure during warm weather

REMINDERS:

Check the recommended tire pressure label located
on the left side of driver's door jam, visible when the
door is opened.

Consult your dealer for service if Low Tire Pressure
Light remains illuminated after inflating your tire(s).

Personal electronic devices (such as laptops,
wireless chargers, remote start systems, etc.)
which has electronic noise may interfere with TPMS
system, which may cause the Malfunction Warning
Indicator (Check Engine Light) to illuminate.

Hill-Start Assist Control (HAC)"

HAC helps prevent the vehicle from rolling backwards when
accelerating from a stop while on a steep incline. The HAC automatically
activates whether the ESC is OFF or ON but does NOT activate when the
ESC has malfunctioned.

QUICK TIPS

* When HAC is active (e.g., during initial acceleration from a stop on an
incline), you may notice that the brakes will momentarily remain engaged
after you depress the accelerator — this is normal HAC operation.

* HAC provides a 2-second delay before the vehicle may start rolling backwards

REMINDERS:

® The HAC does not operate when the gear shift is in the P (Park) or the N (Neutral) position.

* |n the event of HAC system malfunction, see Authorized Kia Dealer for service.
* HAC does not replace the need to apply brakes while the vehicle is stopped on an incline.

Blind-Spot Collision Warning (BCW)*t®

The BCW system uses radar sensors to help alert the driver if it detects an
approaching vehicle in the driver’s blind spot area before changing lanes in
certain situations. The light on the BCW button B will illuminate when turned
ON. The outside rearview mirror warning lights will also illuminate for 3 seconds.
The system will become active when the vehicle is traveling more than 18 mph
and will alert the driver if another vehicle is detected by the radar sensor and will
alert the driver if another vehicle is detected by the radar sensor.

1st-stage alert: When another vehicle is detected within the BCW System
boundary B1, or when a vehicle detected with the LCA boundary @
approaches at a high speed, a yellow indicator will illuminate on the
outside rearview mirrors.
